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Since July 1, 2013, a valid passport, visa, and evidence of yellow-fever vaccination 
are required for U.S. citizen and other travelers to enter Senegal. Prior to 
beginning travel, all visitors must obtain a visa, or pre-enroll and pay the fee for a 
temporary visa at the Senegalese Embassy in Washington D.C., the Senegalese 
Consulate in New York City, or online. The Senegalese Embassy in Nouakchott 
does not process pre-enrollment requests.  Online enrollment fee payment can be 
found at http://www.visasenegal.sn/en/. The fee for the visa is 50 Euros 
(approximately U.S. $67).  
 

At this time, travelers may retrieve their biometric visas at Leopold Sedar Senghor 
Airport in Dakar if they have already received their pre-enrollment receipt and 
enrollment approval form and paid the required fee. Visitors traveling by road 
must pre-enroll, receive approval, and pay the fee in advance of attempting to 
cross the border by land.  Senegalese immigration authorities may deny entry 
without evidence of enrollment and payment and visa services may not be 
available at border crossings.  Even those who have pre-enrolled and paid the fee 
may experience lengthy delays; the Embassy recommends that U.S. citizens plan 
their travel accordingly. 
 

You may also be denied boarding on your flight or entry into Senegal if you lack 
the evidence of pre-enrollment, approval, and payment of fee at the time of 
travel. Please notify all friends, family, and colleagues of these requirements well 
in advance of planned travel to Senegal.   Travelers should obtain the latest 
information on entry requirements from the Embassy of Senegal, 2031 Florida 
Avenue NW, Washington, DC 20009, telephone (202) 234-0540.  
 
We strongly recommend that U.S. citizens traveling to or residing in Mauritania 
enroll in the Department 
of State's Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP) at 
https://step.state.gov/step.  STEP enrollment gives you the 
latest security updates, and makes it easier for the U.S. embassy or nearest U.S. 
consulate to contact you in an 
emergency.  If you don't have Internet access, enroll directly with the nearest U.S. 
embassy or consulate.
