After national selection, final nominations are reviewed in the United States by
independent review committees. These review committees make recommendations to
the J. William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board. Awards will be announced by the
end of February 2014 for Fellowships during the 2014-2015 academic year. Awards for
Fellows going to the Long-Term English program will be announced in January 2014.

e A first university degree

» Five years of full-time professional experience

* Demonstrated leadership qualities and a record of public service
e Demonstrated English language ability

 Limited prior experience in the U.S.
