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2.04 Modified Bitumen Membrane Installation: 


A. Apply asphalt primer to entire deck surface at 0.4 liters/square meter 


and allow to dry 


B. Shingle membrane in proper direction to shed water 


C. Torch-apply by heating membrane in accordance with 


manufacturer's recommendation to achieve continuous edge flow 


and complete bond.   


D. Overlap sides minimum 3 inches (75 mm) and end laps minimum 6 


inches (150 mm). 


E. Extend modified bituminous sheet to 2 inches (50 mm) at perimeter. 


F. Extend perimeter multiple ply flashing a minimum of 6 inches (150 


mm) onto modified bituminous sheet roofing. 


G. Install second ply of modified bitumen in similar fashion. Stagger top 


ply of modified 18” from bottom ply laps. 


H. Where roof accessories are set on modified bituminous sheet roofing, 


set metal flanges on a secondary sheet of membrane and seal with 


bead of roofing cement 


I. Fire extinguishers shall be kept on site at all times during torch applied 


membrane installations. 


J. Maintain a fire watch for at least one hour after the last roof torch 


has been extinguished.  


 


2.05 Protected Membrane Roof Placement: 


A. Layout and position drainage course and allow to lay flat.  Cut and 


fit drainage course to perimeter and penetrations.  Overlap adjacent 


panels at ends and sides so laps of both the core and fabric are in 


the direction of flow of water. 


B. Install 20 mm thick layer of new extruded polystyrene roof insulation 


board loose-laid over the drainage course. Stagger the end joints of 


adjacent rows and joints of the bottom layer from joints of the top 


layer. 


C. Once the drainage course and insulation have been placed over 


the entire area, install a single ply of the specified filter fabric, lapping 


each sheet.  Wrap fabric ends of insulation board at perimeter edge 


conditions, rise walls, and penetrations.   


D. Install cement mortar over filter fabric over the entire roof area.   


 


2.06 Installation Details: 


A. Roof Drains  


1. After field sheet of membrane base ply has been applied, install 


lead flashing sheet.  Strip-in lead flashing with base flashing base 
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ply sheet extending a minimum of 100mm (4-inches) beyond 


edge of lead flashing sheet.   


2. Install membrane top ply centered over drain and extending 


under clamping ring (if present).  


3. Clean drains of debris, re-set strainers and water test. 


B. Pipe and Vent Stack  


1. Prime top and bottom flanges of lead flashing sleeve.  Set flange 


in uniform troweling of plastic roof cement.  Prime top side of 


flange to receive strip-in membrane. 


2. Install hood or umbrella counterflashing around pipe and 


equipment supports.  Secure hood with stainless steel draw band 


and seal top with caulking. 


C. Vent and Duct Curbs 


1. Lap adjacent sections of receivers and counter flashings a 


minimum of 100mm. Apply a continuous bead of sealant in lap. 


2. Secure new flashing to existing or new receiver utilizing self-


tapping screws spaced 150mm on-center. 


D. Parapet Walls 


1. Saw cut a new horizontal reglet joint into the masonry parapet 


300 mm above finished topping.    


2. Install 2 piece counterflashing after base ply and termination bar 


is completed.  Secure counterflashing in masonry with specified 


anchors. 


3. Secure counterflashing with fasteners 300 mm on center and seal 


top with caulking.  


4. Remove loose paint and surfacing on parapet walls and exposed 


masonry, clean surfaces and apply reinforcing fabric and apply 


two coats of white elastomeric on masonry surfaces. 


 


2.07 Products 


A. Primer: Primer for all hot asphalt applied membranes shall be fully 


compatible with membranes. 


B. Mopping asphalt: Mopping asphalt shall be ASTM D312 Type III on 


slopes up to 1:16 and Type IV for slopes of greater than 1:16. Use Type 


IV for all flashing. 


C. Roof insulation: Extruded polystyrene to ASTM C578 -Type IV or Fibrous 


glass ASTM C726 to thickness indicated.  Maximum dimension when 


hot mopping shall be 4'. 


D. Overlay: Overlay shall be Re-Cover Board as manufactured by 


HENRY. Minimum thickness shall be 1/8". Use appropriate surfacing 


depending on base sheet application method.   


E. Cold adhesive for adhering insulation shall be recommended by the 


roofing manufacturer.  Adhere strictly to the latest Instructions.

3.03 Examination:  


A. Verify that all deck surfaces and substrates are acceptable for 


installation of the system. 


 


3.04 Primer 


A. Apply primer by roller or spray to all surfaces where air/vapor barrier 


membrane is to be applied at a rate of 300 ft²/gal. and allow to dry. 


Adhere strictly to the latest data sheet instructions. 


 


3.05 Air/vapor barrier 


A. Unroll and align air/vapor barrier centered at low point of roof or 


drain. Apply air/vapor membrane in Type III asphalt applied at a rate 


of 25 lbs/100ft², lapping 3" on sides and 6" on ends. A bead of asphalt 


should be observed flowing out of the seams. Seal around 


projections as per manufacturers recommendations. 


 


3.06 Primer 


A. Apply HENRY 930-18 primer by roller or spray to all surfaces where 


air/vapor barrier membrane is to be applied at a rate of 200-300 


ft²/gal. and allow to dry. Adhere strictly to the latest HENRY data 


sheet instructions. 


 


3.07 Insulation 


A. Install insulation in moderate contact, stagger end joints to provide a 


smooth surface for application of membrane. 


B. Embed insulation in cold insulation adhesive applied at the rate 


required by manufacturer. Adhere strictly to the latest data sheet 


instructions. Install only as much insulation as can be covered by 


roofing membrane in one day. 


C. Install  Scorch top polyfilm over entire surface prior to installing 


insulation with hot asphalt or cold adhesives.

3.09 Mop applied base sheets:  


A. Apply base sheet in Type III or IV asphalt, subject to slope 


requirements, applied at a rate of 25 lbs/100ft². Mopping asphalt 


shall be heated so that its mopping temperature is not below 400 


degF. 


B. Start all roofing applications at the lowest point to ensure water runs 


over the laps of the membrane. 


C. Unroll membrane into mopped asphalt a maximum of 4' behind 


mopping application and carry to top of cant. 


D. Lap base sheet 3" on sides and 6" on ends. 


E. Reinforce around all projections and drains using additional ply of 


base sheet as per manufacturer’s instructions. 


 


3.10 Mop applied base sheet flashings:  


A. Apply base sheet flashing Type IV asphalt at a rate of 25 lbs/100ft². 


B. Begin application 4" from toe of cant and extend vertically as 


indicated. Mechanically fasten base sheet flashing using 1" round 


top nails on 8" centers. Refer to HENRY’s standard details. 


 


3.11 Mop applied cap sheets  


A. Apply cap sheet in Type III or Type IV asphalt, subject to slope 


requirements, applied at a rate of 25 lbs/100ft². 


B. Plan work so that both the side and end laps of the cap sheet are 


offset from those of the base sheet a minimum of 12" for side and 18" 


for end laps. 


C. Unroll membrane into mopped asphalt a maximum of 4' behind 


mopping application and carry to top of cant. Lap cap sheet 3" on 


sides and 6" on ends. 


D. At all end or head laps of cap sheets, where T joint occurs, cut corner 


of membrane to be overlapped, on a 45 degree angle. 


E. Mechanically fasten base sheet per manufacturer and details.

PART 1 GENERAL  


 
1.01 SUMMARY  


A. Section Includes shop and field formed copper accessories and trim, 


such as:  


1. Counterflashing and base flashing.  


2. Wall flashing.  


3. Gravel stops.  


4. Copings.  


5. Valley flashing.  


6. Exposed trim/fascia units.  


7. Miscellaneous accessories.  


8. Laminated flashing.  


 


1.02 RELATED REQUIREMENTS:  


A. Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including Statement of 


Work, other Specification Sections and Drawings. 


 


1.03 COORDINATION  


A. Coordinate work of this section with interfacing and adjacent work 


for proper sequencing. Ensure weather resistance and durability of 


work and protection of materials and finishes.  


 


1.04 PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS  


A. Installation Requirements: Fabricator is responsible for installing 


system, including anchorage to substrate and necessary 


modifications to secure materials for permanent performance.  


1. Drawings are diagrammatic and are intended to establish basic 


dimension of units, sight lines, and profiles of units.

1. Fabricate to allow for adjustments in field for proper anchoring 


and joining.  


2. Form sections true to shape, accurate in size, square, free from 


distortion and defects.  


3. Cleats: Fabricate cleats of same material as sheet, interlockable 


with sheet.  
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4. Fabricate corners from one piece with minimum 18-inch (450-


mm) long legs; solder for rigidity if required; seal non-soldered 


weather joints with sealant.  


B. Seams: Fabricate nonmoving seams with flat-lock seams where 


possible. Tin edges and cleats to be seamed, form seams, and solder. 


Where soldered flat-lock seams are not possible, use soldered riveted 


lap seams joints for additional strength.

4. Fabricate flashings to allow toe to extend minimum 2-inches (50-


mm) over wall surfaces.

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J. Fascia/Gravel Stop: As indicated on Drawings.

1. Fabricate valley flashing according to details and specified

A. General: Examine conditions and proceed with work when substrates

3.02  INSTALLATION  


A. Anchor units of work securely in place by methods indicated, 


providing for thermal expansion of units; conceal fasteners where 


possible, and set units true to line and level as indicated. Install work 


with laps, joints, and seams that will be permanently watertight and 


weatherproof.  


1. Install units plumb, level, square, and free from warp or twist while 


maintaining dimensional tolerances and alignment with 


surrounding construction.  


2. Apply asphalt mastic on copper surfaces of units in contact with 


dissimilar metals.  


3. Fit flashings tight in place. Make corners square, surfaces true and 


straight in planes, and lines accurate to profiles.  


4. Miter, lap seam and close corner joints with solder. Seal seams 


and joints watertight.  


5. Install expansion joints as needed. Do not fasten moving seams 


such that movement is restricted.  


6. Coordinate with installation of roofing system and roof 


accessories.  


B. Parapet Cap Water Barrier Membrane Underlayment:  


1. Clean substrate of dirt, dust, and materials which may impair 


adhesion.  
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2. Apply primer, when required, in accordance with manufacturer's 


requirements.  


3. Apply to top of parapet wall under coping and gravel stops.  


4. Turn membrane down exterior wall face and parapet wall face 2 


inches (50 mm).  


5. Install without fishmouths and wrinkles.  


6. Press tape into firm contact with substrate.  


7. Lap tape ends minimum of 2 inches (50 mm).  


8. DELETE ABOVE AND RETAIN BELOW IF ALTERNATIVE 


UNDERLAYMENT IS USED.  


C. Underlayment: Where installation is to be directly on cementitious or 


wood substrates, install red rosin paper slip sheet over layer of asphalt 


saturated felt.  


D. Bed flanges of work in a thick coat of bituminous roofing cement 


where required for waterproof performance.  


E. Install reglets to receive counterflashing in manner and by methods 


indicated.   


F. Counterflashing and Reglets:  


1. Fabricate counterflashings and reglets as 2 piece assemblies to 


permit installation of counterflashing after base flashings are in 


place.  


2. Fabricate reglets of same metal and thickness as 


counterflashings.  


3. Overlap roof base flashing 4 inches (100 mm) minimum.  


4. Install bottom edge tight against base flashing.  


5. Lap seam vertical joints 3 inches (75 mm) minimum and apply 


sealant.  


G. Install counterflashing in reglets, either by snap-in seal arrangement, 


or by soldering in place for anchorage and filling reglet with mastic 


or elastomeric sealant, as indicated and depending on degree of 


sealant exposure.  


H. Install laminated flashing in accordance with manufacturer's 


recommendations. Where required, provide for movement at joints 


by forming loops or bellows in width of flashing. Locate cover or filler 


strips at joints to facilitate complete drainage of water from flashing. 


Seam adjacent flashing sheets with adhesive, seal and anchor edges 


in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations.  


I. Fasten flashing to curb nailers at maximum spacing of 3 inches (75 


mm) O.C. Fabricate seams at joints between units with minimum 4-


inch (100 mm) overlap, to form continuous, waterproof system.  


J. Coping, and Fascia/Gravel Stops:  


1. Space seams: 10 '-0" (3000-mm) o.c. maximum.  
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2. Lock exterior edges over continuous cleats to secure to substrate.  


3. Slope towards inside of parapet, ½-inch (13-mm) minimum, unless 


indicated otherwise.  


4. Lock interior edges to substrate with cleats spaced at 12-inch 


(300-mm) centers.  


5. Provide drainage system at seams to prevent water infiltration.  


K. Valley Flashing:  


1. Extend metal flashing a minimum of 12-inches (300-mm) onto roof 


deck on each side of valley.  


2. If valley length exceeds 12-feet (3600-mm), increase width of 


valley flashing by 1-inch (25-mm) on each side per 96 inches 


(2400-mm) of valley length.  


 


3.03 CLEANING  


A. Remove protective film (if any) from exposed surfaces of copper 


promptly upon installation. Strip with care to avoid damage to 


finishes.  


B. Clean exposed copper surfaces, removing substances that might 


cause abnormal discoloration of metal.  


C. Upon completion of each area of soldering, carefully remove flux 


and other residue from surfaces. Neutralize acid flux by washing with 


baking soda solution, and then flushing with clear water rinse. Use 


special care to neutralize and clean crevices.  


D. Clean exposed metal surfaces of substances that would interfere 


with normal oxidation and weathering.  


 


3.04 PROTECTION  


A. Advise Contractor of required procedures for surveillance and 


protection of flashings and sheet metal work during construction to 


ensure that work will be without damage or deterioration other than 


natural weathering at time of Substantial Completion.

PART 1 – GENERAL 
 


1.01 SUMMARY  


A. Section Includes:  Selective removal and subsequent disposal of 


portions of buildings and other items indicated to be removed. 


B. Extent of demolition work is indicated on Contract Drawings, and in 


Contract documents.  


 


1.02 PROJECT/SITE CONDITIONS 


A. Occupancy:  Owner may continuously occupy areas of the site 


immediately adjacent to areas of selective demolition.  Conduct 


demolition work in manner that will minimize need for disruption of 


Owner’s normal operations. 


B. Explosives:  Use of explosives is not permitted.

PART 3 –EXECUTION 
 


3.01 EXAMINATION 


A. Survey existing conditions prior to beginning on-site demolition 


operations.   


B. Verify that utilities have been disconnected and capped. 


C. If unanticipated mechanical, electrical or structural elements that 


conflict with intended function or design are encountered, 


investigate and measure nature and extent of conflict. 


1. Promptly submit written report to COR. 


2. Pending receipt of directive from COR, rearrange selective 


demolition schedule, and notify COR as necessary to continue 


overall job progress without delay. 


 


3.02 UTILITY SERVICES 


A. Maintain existing utilities unless identified for demolition and protect 


against damage during demolition operations. 


B. Schedule utility outages through COR.  At least two weeks notice is 


required for most outages. 


 


3.03 PREPARATION 


A. Conduct demolition operations and remove debris in manner to 
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ensure minimum interference with roads, streets, walks, and other 


adjacent occupied or used facilities. 


B. Conduct demolition operations to prevent injury to people and 


damage to adjacent buildings and facilities designated to remain. 


1. Provide protective measures as required to provide free and safe 


passage to and from occupied portions of buildings and for the 


handicapped that meet UFAS. 


2. Provide temporary barricades and other forms of protection as 


required for safety and security. 


3. Provide barriers and appropriate signs as necessary to restrict 


pedestrians from wandering into construction areas. 


4. Provide temporary weather protection during interval between 


demolition and removal of existing construction on exterior 


surfaces and installation of new construction to ensure no water 


leakage or damage occurs to structure or interior areas of 


existing building. 


5. Protect walls, ceilings, floors, and existing finish work that are to 


remain in place and are exposed during demolition operations. 


6. Cover and protect furniture, equipment, and fixtures that are to 


remain from soiling or damage. 


C. Erect and maintain dust-proof partitions and temporary enclosures to 


limit dust or dust migration, and to separate areas from fumes and 


noise. 


D. Provide and maintain interior and exterior shoring, bracing or 


structural support to preserve stability and prevent movement, 


settlement, or collapse of structures and adjacent facilities that are 


not part of demolition. 


E. Provide acceptable temporary security barriers where physical 


security of buildings or fences is compromised due to demolition 


work. 


 


3.04 DEMOLITION 


A. Perform work in safe and systematic manner. 


B. Use such methods as required to complete work indicated on 


Contract Drawings and minimize disturbance of Owner's normal 


operations.  


C. Demolish and remove existing construction only to extent required, 


and as indicated in Contract documents. 


D. Wear proper personal protective equipment at all times. 


E. Use water as necessary to lay dust when chipping, coring, or sawing 


concrete, masonry or similar materials.  Water must be controlled 


inside buildings by damming, mopping or vacuuming.  Prevent water 


from entering underfloor electrical ducts. 


F. Completely backfill below-grade areas and voids resulting from utility 
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removal and other demolition work. 


G. Remove debris from roof or other above-grade location through 


enclosed chute or bundle, and lower by hand or with hoisting 


device. 


 


3.05 REPAIRS 


A. Repair demolition performed in excess of that required. 


B. Return structures and surfaces not part of demolition, to conditions 


existing prior to commencement of demolition work. 


C. Promptly repair adjacent construction or surfaces soiled or damaged 


by demolition work at no cost to SNL. 


 


3.06 DISPOSAL OF DEMOLISHED MATERIALS 


A. General:  Promptly dispose of debris, rubbish, and other materials 


resulting from building site demolition operations. 


B. If Contractor encounters material during removal that is suspected to 


be potential hazard, stop work immediately and notify COR. 


C. COR shall determine salvageable items, if not indicated in Contract 


documents.  Any items designated by the COR are to be moved to a 


storage location designated on site. 


D. Manage non-hazardous, non-salvageable materials in accordance 


with agreed methods and locations. 


 


3.07 CLEANING 


A. Remove tools, equipment and demolished materials from site upon 


completion of demolition work. 


B. Remove protections as approved by SDR and leave interior areas
