open forum with successful
local women. The town's
judge, doctor, and public
prosecutor were present
along with a police officer,
a social worker and the
Director of World Vision
Morrumbala. During the
event, the REDES girls had
the opportunity to ask
these female leaders about
careers, marriage, early
pregnancies, and gender
discrimination.
