1. Dwyer, Jim.
102 minutes : the untold story of the fight to survive inside the Twin
Tower / Jum Dwyer and Kevin Flynn. Times Books, 2006. 337 p.

Drawn from thousands of radio transcripts, phone messages,
e-mails and interviews with eyewitnesses, this 9/11 account comes from
the perspective of those inside the World Trade Center from the moment
the first plane hit at 8:46 a.m. to the collapse of the north tower at 10:28 a.m.
The stories are intensely intimate, and they often stir gut-wrenching
emotions. A law firm receptionist quietly eats yogurt at her desk seconds
before impact. Injured survivors, sidestepping debris and bodies, struggle
down a stairwell. A man trapped on the 88th floor leaves a phone message
for his fiancée: "Kris, there's been an explosion.... I want you to know
my life has been so much better and richer because you were in it."
Dwyer and Flynn, New York Times writers, take rescue agencies to
task for rampant communications glitches and argue that the towers'
faulty design helped doom those above the affected floors ("Their fate
had been sealed nearly four decades earlier, when... fire stairs were
eliminated as a wasteful use of valuable space"). In doing so, the authors
frequently draw parallels to similar safety oversights aboard the
ill-fated Titanic nearly 90 years before. Building code exemptions,
communication breakdowns between firefighters and police, and
policies put in place by building management to keep everyone
inside the towers in emergencies led, the authors argue, to the
deaths of hundreds who might otherwise have survived. Their reporting
skills are exceptional; readers experience the chaos and confusion that
unfolded inside, in grim, painstaking detail. -- C/CH/M/ND (Adapted

4. Cantor, Louis.
Dewey and Elvis : the life and times of a rock ‘n’ roll deejay / Louis
Cantor. University of Illinois Press, ©2005. 287 p 782.42166 CAN

Two years before Alan Freed discovered rock 'n' roll, deejay Dewey
Phillips was introducing white audiences to largely unfamiliar "race"
music by Howlin' Wolf, Muddy Waters and B. B. King and becoming
Memphis's most popular white disc jockey as a result. Dewey was
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also the first major deejay to play Elvis on the air, sparking one of
the greatest music careers of the 20th century. Cantor's study of the
influential disc jockey begins roughly when Dewey launched his "Red, Hot
and Blue" show on WHBQ in 1949, and the book is as much a
biography of Memphis as it is of Dewey Phillips. Sam Phillips, founder
of Sun Studio, is a central figure and Beale Street, Memphis, comes to
life as a meeting point of black and white communities and the site
of Home of the Blues Records. Cantor, who knew Elvis in high school,
makes a case for further study of Phillips as a pivotal figure in the
dissemination of early rock 'n' roll. Well-researched and meticulously
annotated, his volume draws on personal interviews, secondary sources
and preserved oral histories to create an authoritative, readable and
lively portrait of both the person and the time that launched the sound
of rock 'n' roll. This is a seminal book that increases our understanding
of how rock 'n' roll music helped to bridge the cultural gap between
the races in the mid 1950s. Clear text, lucid thought content and superb
analysis are the key assets of the book. Anyone interested in
Elvis, the Memphis music scene, or the history of rock 'n' roll would

According
to him the sound recoding technology is more than a simple tool for
preservation of music. While he says that the shift in the technology has
been a catalyst and given new ways of listening to music and also led
performers to change their practices allowing entirely new musical
genres to come into existence. Following an overview of the nature of
sound recording and the qualities that make the phonographic experience
unique, Katz presents seven case studies, progressing more or less
chronologically from the early-20th century to the early-21st century,
investigating specific phonographic effects. The accompanying CD
contains 13 tracks, from Chopin to Public Enemy, to enable readers to

James Maguire, in this title, crafts a solid, savvy biography
of the stone-faced showman who brought the whole spectrum of
American culture into the country’s living rooms. Although Ed Sullivan
started out as a New York Daily News Broadway columnist, he went
on to become the arbiter of American taste as the wooden, sour-faced
host of a long-running TV variety show that validated the talents of
mouse puppet Topo Gigio, Elvis, and the Beatles for the masses.
He was perceived as so potent a fortune maker that the Rolling Stones
altered lyrics to cater to his fears of offending his ardent viewers. Thirty
years before clipping Mick and the gang's lyrical wings, he picked a
fight in print with vaudevillian and movie star Eddie Cantor, accusing
the singing comic of plagiarizing Bert Lahr's dog act and stealing jokes
in the manner of then up-and-comer Milton Berle. Cantor fired
back that vaudevillian-turned-club-comic George Jessel was the
actual dog-act thief, but Sullivan "characteristically," Maguire says, "
admitted no mistake." This is a well-written highly detailed
Sullivan’s biography — the iconic showman who shaped and reflected

Seventeen essays
are arranged in sections on early film and American artistic traditions, the
body in motion, the city in motion, and art and film interactions. The
essays are supported with 280 illustrations and explore the complex
relationship between American art and early film. The essays explore
the complex interplay of both genres and their impact on one another,
while illustrations reveal the evolution of images and the portrayal of
motion. Chapters especially focus upon American artistic traditions,
and how artists and filmmakers of the era capture both the body in
motion and the city in motion.

manufacturing. The book emphasizes biographical information with limited
explanation of financial and economic arguments. For some of the individuals
covered, this information is a brief version of material found in larger
works.

The editors concede a current bimodal environment of large-scale
industrial agriculture and smaller, more generally family-farm-oriented
efforts. At the same time they also emphasize the growing significance
of sustainable agriculture. Fifteen essays included reflect a growing economic,
sociological, and ecological interplay.

Nation-Building, is an anthology of essays by highly esteemed
academics, political analysts, and skilled practitioners regarding the American
experience with nation-building — from historical roots to the modern-day
issues. They attempt to identify the challenges involved in the area of nation
building, which has been a prominent feature of the U.S. foreign policy since
the end of World War II. Of late, it has become linked directly to the national
security. The United States has sought on repeated occasions to reconstruct
states damaged by conflict, from reconstruction in the South after the Civil
War to Japan and Germany after World War 1II, to the ongoing rebuilding of
Iraq. The resulting experience has been varying — a swing between optimism
and failure. Fukuyama notes that the United States has been much more
successful in assisting the reconstruction of war-torn or damaged societies
than in building states anew. The essays included analyze the mistakes, false
starts, and lessons learned from the cases of Afghanistan and Iraq within the
broader context of reconstruction efforts in other parts of the world, including
Latin America, Japan, and the Balkans. Examining the contrasting models in
Afghanistan and Iraq, they highlight the Coalition Provisional Authority in
Iraq as a cautionary example of inadequate planning. This title is a valuable
resource filled with critical reflection and evaluation offering valuable
suggestions to reduce future mistakes and costs in human lives. -- C/CH/M
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54. Richardson, John H.
My father the spy : an investigative memoir / John H. Richardson.

In this intriguing but sometimes self-indulgent memoir,
Richardson pieces together the top-secret career of his CIA agent father,
John H. Richardson Sr. The senior Richardson spent his post-World War II
life in Austria, Greece, and other important Cold War battlefronts. His
secrecy oath prevented him from discussing his work with his family,
which put strains on his marriage and distanced him from his two children.
The most fascinating accounts tell about his posting to Saigon in the
early 1960s. A gung-ho anti-Communist, Richardson supported the Diem
regime but slowly became aware of its corruption. He was eventually
recalled to Washington at the request of Vietnam ambassador Henry Cabot
Lodge, who found Richardson too cautious about launching the coup that
led to Diem's murder. Richardson never recovered from this disgrace
and eventually retired to Mexico, where he battled alcoholism and the
heart failure that led to his death in 1998. The author presents a lucid
tale of historical detection that will appeal to readers of espionage

Michael Turner asserts that the root causes of failures in American
intelligence lies in the way it is organized and in the intelligence process
itself, which is evident in specific dysfunctions along the various stages
of the intelligence cycle of setting priorities, intelligence collection, analysis,
and dissemination to policy makers. Turner, a former Central Intelligence
Agency analyst, seeks to identify the bureaucratic and organizational
cultural dysfunctions at each of these stages for the U.S. intelligence
community. He also looks at the role of counterintelligence and covert
action in generating intelligence failures and considers some of the
specific issues arising from different national security challenges.
He concludes with a set of recommendations on how to mitigate the

It examines
how the president and his supporters organize campaigns for public support
for military action. Jon Western illustrates this with the help of
five fascinating case studies including the decision not to intervene in
French Indochina in 1954, the choice to go into Lebanon in 1958, and
the more recent military actions in Grenada, Somalia, Bosnia, and Iraq.
The scope and depth of this volume adds to our understanding of U.S. military
decision making in the last fifty years. This book is a worthwhile reading

57. Greenfield, Robert.
Timothy Leary : a biography / Robert Greenfield. Harcourt, Inc.

Greenfield, award-winning biographer of Jerry Garcia and Bill
Graham, paints another '60s portrait in this scathing account of counterculture
hero and LSD guru Timothy Leary (1920-1996). Largely based on interviews
with Leary's friends and acquaintances, this book offers a highly detailed
and decidedly ugly portrayal of a pathologically selfish, narcissistic
yet complex man who lacked basic qualities such as empathy and
compassion. Worse, Leary, the cynosure of the psychedelic movement,
who preached the power of LSD and other drugs to expand human
consciousness and foster change, fails to exhibit the capacity for inner
growth. Greenfield's gaze alights as much on the quotidian as on
the sensational. Despite the visceral dislike for Leary that readers are
likely to develop, many will be intrigued by the unlikely course of his
life, which took him from a prestigious position as a Harvard lecturer to
the California penal system, and later to work as a government informer
in an Algerian compound with Eldridge Cleaver. Leary ends up a dissipated,
broken man, who remains self-promoting enough to suggest, in 1996,
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that he would kill himself while logged on to yet another new phenomenon,
