D. SCOPE OF SERVICES

operating area. The contract will facilitate timely and dependable movement on a daily
basis. Within 96 hours, contractor should be prepared to pick-up, drop-off, and provide
transportation of personnel within 1300 km outside of the primary operating area.

2.0. BACKGROUND

The PACOM Augmentation Team - Nepal (PAT-NP) is an operational team assigned to the
United States Embassy - Kathmandu that conducts daily interfaces with the Government of
Nepal (GoN), particularly the Nepal Army, Nepal Police and the Armed Police Force.
Engagements also include Non-Government Organizations (NGOs) and local contfractors
that the PAT is or will be working with on mission critical programs.

3.0. SCOPE
The scope of this requirement is limited to performing and accomplishing the tasks as
identified in the Performance Statement of Work (PSOW).

4.0. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The Period of Performance (POP) for this contract will be effective from the date of
contract award to the conclusion of a total of up to three (3) years of performance period.
The PAT reserves the right to renew the contract yearly over the three year performance
period. If the PAT mission is terminated in Nepal the PAT reserves the right to cancel the

The contractor, not the Government, is responsible for management and
quality control to meet the terms of the contract. The role of the Government is to
conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are achieved.
