The incumbent 

performs basic maintenance and maintains cleanliness of the vehicle.  The incumbent 

delivers mail and invitations as required.

3. Level II (Limited knowledge) speaking/reading/writing English is required. 

Level III (Good working knowledge) speaking/reading/writing Nepali is 

required.     

 

4. Thorough knowledge of Kathmandu and its surrounding areas is required.  

Thorough knowledge of local traffic laws and regulations is required. Good 

knowledge of various offices and Ministries of the host government is 

required.  
 

5. The ability to detect malfunction and recommend servicing or repair of the 

vehicle is required. The ability to complete vehicle log and trip ticket is 

required.
