Program Overview
The Public Affairs Section of the U.S. Embassy in Managua (PAS-Managua) will provide high quality English language instruction to 120 bright students, ages 14-16, from economically disadvantaged families in Nicaragua.  The program will target students who have excelled academically, but who otherwise, would have limited opportunities within their communities.  Students will be selected from cities located throughout the country.  The program will specifically serve the regions of Bilwi, Estelí, Chinandega, León, Managua y La Isla de Ometepe.  It will help participants to develop permanent English language skills that will strengthen their opportunities to participate successfully in their community’s socio-economic development and also apply for future U.S. educational and exchange programs.  In addition, the participants will become familiar with many aspects of U.S. culture and thus develop a deeper understanding of current issues in North American society.  
English Teachers interested in becoming an English instructor for this program should meet the following requirements and submit complete application.

Eligibility Requirements 
Applicants must be:

· English Instructor with classroom experience in English as a Foreign or Second Language

· Minimum TOEFL score of 550
· Complete application with a statement of purpose
Selection Process 

Participants will be selected through a merit-based open competition. Top candidates will take the TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) examination and/or another English-language proficiency exam and those who get the minimum score or over will be interviewed by the U.S. Embassy for the final selection.   Incomplete applications will not be considered.
