C.1  Work Requirements.

C.1.1 General. The Contractor shall provide services for the U.S. Consulate General
Lagos. The Contractor shall perform janitorial services in all designated spaces including, but
not limited to, halls, offices, restrooms, work areas, entrance ways, lobbies, storage areas, air
vents, elevators and stairways. The Contractor shall furnish all managerial, administrative, and
direct labor personnel necessary to accomplish the work in this contract. Contractor employees
shall be on site only for contractual duties and not for other business purposes.

C.1.2 Personnel. The Contractor shall provide a qualified work force meeting the
contract requirements. The workforce shall be able to provide the services identified in Section
J, Exhibit A, Locations and Time Frames for Janitorial Services.

C.1.3 General Requirements.

C.l1l31 Definitions.

"General Instructions™ mean those instructions, directives and guidelines that
apply to all janitorial personnel.

"Consulate” means the building Post uses for its official business
“CGR” means the official residence of the Consul General
"Daily" means 5 days per week, on each non-holiday workday.

"Contracting Officer” means a person appointed with the authority to enter in and
administer contracts on behalf of the Government.

“Contracting Officer Representative” means an individual designated in writing
by the Contracting Officer to perform specific contract administration functions.

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C.1.4 Duties and Responsibilities.

The Contractor shall also include a copy of the COR's written
confirmation for the temporary additional services.

C.2  Types of Services
C.2.1 Standard Services shall include the following work:
C211 Daily Cleaning Requirements shall consist of:

C21l11 Sweeping all floor areas including damp mopping of areas such as
tile, linoleum, marble floors, staircases, elevators and public areas. Floors shall be free of dust,
mud, sand, footprints, liquid spills, and other debris. Chairs, trash receptacles, and easily
moveable items shall be tilted or moved to clean underneath. The frequency may be higher than
once per day when it is rainy or snowy.

All furniture shall be free of dust, dirt, and
sticky surfaces and areas.

C.2113 Vacuuming all rugs and carpets, runners, and carpet protectors so
that they are free from dust, dirt, mud, etc. When completed, the area shall be free of all litter,
lint, loose soil and debris. The Contractor shall move any chairs, trash receptacles, and easily
moveable items to vacuum underneath, and then replace them in the original position.

C21l14 Thorough cleaning of toilets, bathrooms, mirrors, and shine all
stainless steel shower facilities, using suitable non-abrasive cleaners and disinfectants.

The Contractor shall check those areas used
by personnel visiting the chancery several times daily to ensure that the facilities are always
clean and neat.

plaques, etc.
C.21.22 Dusting air vents in chancery/ancillary areas, tops of tall furniture,

tops of picture frames and areas not covered in daily dusting.
C.2.1.23 Spot cleaning baseboards and walls.

C.21.24 Spot waxing, buffing of tiles to sheen weekly and polishing floors
as needed.

The Contractor shall provide the names, biographic data and
police clearance on all Contractor personnel who shall be used on this contract.

H.1.2 Identity Cards. The Government shall issue identity cards to Contractor
personnel, after they are approved. Contractor personnel shall display identify card(s) on the
uniform at all times while providing services under this contract. These identity cards are the
property of the Government. The Contractor is responsible for their return at the end of the
contract, when an employee leaves Contractor service, or at the request of the Government.

H.2 STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

@) General. The Contractor shall maintain satisfactory standards of employee
competency, conduct, cleanliness, appearance and integrity and shall be responsible for taking
such disciplinary action with respect to employees as required. Each Contractor employee is
expected to adhere to standards of conduct that reflect credit on themselves, their employer, and
the United States Government. The Government reserves the right to direct the Contractor to
remove an employee from the worksite for failure to comply with the standards of conduct. The
Contractor shall immediately replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no
additional cost to the Government.

(b) Uniforms. The Contractor's employees shall wear clean, neat and identifiable
uniforms, although not necessarily identical uniforms.
