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Plans for the Feasibility Study of the Masirah Sea-Bridge Project 

The Government of Oman plans to commission 

an international consultant to study the feasibility 

of constructing a sea-bridge linking Masirah Is-

land with the mainland. Last June, Sultan 

Qaboos directed the Ministry of National Econ-

omy to explore options for a sea-bridge spanning 

the channel separating the Sultanate’s largest is-

land from the mainland. The Royal directive 

came in the wake of adverse weather conditions, 

which struck large parts of the Sultanate’s east 

coast, including Masirah Island, necessitating 

a mass evacuation of residents from these ar-

eas. The Supreme Committee for Town Plan-

ning, which is the Sultanate’s principal urban 

planning agency, has been tasked with over-

seeing the conception, design and implemen-

tation of the Masirah Sea-Bridge project.
