He said the foundation
which he established was
born on the death bed 'of his
mother, Barpina Drekore,
when she passed away in
2004, and has been running
for 11 vears now.

“It hit me really hard, and
when 1 started helping out
in the hospital then, I felt
like my mother's spirit was
inme.

“This passion to go out of

my way to look after other
people who are disadvan-
taged comes from my moth-
er,” said Mr Drekore.

He is an analytical chem-
ist by profession and had
worked with Lihir Gold Mine
for 14 years before retiring
in 2013 to pursue his passion
full on.
