Security Message for US Citizens — March in Downtown Asuncion Wednesday, November 20

There is a demonstration scheduled for Wednesday, November 20 in the downtown Asuncion area.
The participants are protesting against nepotism and corruption. Demonstrators will rally at three
different locations throughout the city at 19:00 and march towards the Plaza del Congreso on
Avenida Costanera (map attached).

The rally points are:
e Mcal. Lopez and Gral. Santos at the Olimpia soccer club
e Artigas and Gral. Santos
e Artigas and Santisima Trinidad

Please anticipate congestion throughout the downtown area. Remember that even demonstrations
intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into violence. You should avoid areas
of demonstrations and exercise caution if in the vicinity of any large gatherings, protests, or
demonstrations.

Gatherings can be mobile and their locations can change quickly. Review your personal security
plans; remain aware of your surroundings, including local events; and monitor local news stations
for updates. Maintain a high level of vigilance and take appropriate steps to enhance your personal
security.

We strongly recommend that U.S. citizens traveling to or residing in Paraguay enroll in the State
Department's Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP). STEP enrollment gives you the latest
security updates and makes is easier for the U.S. embassy or nearest U.S. consulate to contact you
in an emergency. If you don’t have internet access, enroll directly with the nearest U.S. embassy or
consulate.

Regularly monitor the State Department's website, where you can find current Travel Warnings,
Travel Alerts, and the Worldwide Caution. Read the Country Specific Information for Paraguay.
