* August 28, 2010: Louisiana (1% Party Congressional)

e August 28, 2010 West Virginia will hold a special primary election to fill the Senatorial vacancy
left by the passing of United States Senator Robert C. Byrd. Voters registering for the first time in
West Virginia will need to provide an original voter registration application by the August 9, 2010
voter registration deadline.

e September 4, 2010: Guam
e September 11, 2010: Virgin Islands

e September 14, 2010: Delaware, District of Columbia, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Hampshire,
New York, Rhode Island, Wisconsin

¢ September 18, 2010: Hawaii

who have not registered or requested an absentee ballot this year, should do so as soon as possible. To
register or request an absentee ballot use the Federal Post Card Application (FPCA).

Send your FPCA NOW to your election office to ensure you have enough time to receive, vote, and
return the ballot!
