Large March Scheduled Tomorrow in Quito
October 14, 2010

The U.S. Embassy in Ecuador advises American citizens living or traveling in Ecuador that a large
march is expected to take place Friday, October 15, at 3:00 p.m. in Quito. Participants are
expected to gather at Parque el Arbolito and march to the Plaza de San Francisco where
President Correa is expected to address the crowd around 5:00 p.m. Military personnel and
municipal police will be providing security for the march.

At this time it is unknown how many individuals will participate in this event, but high numbers
are anticipated. While this event is expected to be a peaceful march, American citizens should
keep in mind that large gatherings can turn violent with little or no warning. Citizens are urged
to avoid the areas where the march will occur and be prepared for road closures and
congestion if traveling in the vicinity of the march route and the historic center of Quito.

Americans living or traveling in Ecuador are encouraged to register with the nearest U.S. Embassy or Consulate and
to obtain updated information on travel and security within Ecuador through the Department of State’s travel

registration website.
