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U.S. Embassy Moscow requires a qualified carpentry Contractor to provide services for making modifications to selected interior and exterior doors at approximately 24 residences in DOB apartment complex.

SUMMARY OF WORKS

Contractor to install security/privacy locks (either sliding S&G 181 or Yale 197 deadbolt) on the entrance doors of each apartment. Locks will be furnished by the Embassy Security official.
The carpentry work shall consist of replacing the existent hollow-core interior doors with solid-core wood or hollow-core steel doors. The replacement door is to be furnished by the Contractor and door prototype to be approved/vetted by the Embassy Security official prior to bulk procurement and installation.
Upon replacing a door the Contractor needs to change the swing (outwards instead of inwards) and must ensure the hinges are re-installed and fastened to prevent removal.  The door must be trimmed as necessary to allow ease of opening and closing.  The Contractor shall install a model 181 sliding deadbolt and a door viewer, furnished by the Embassy.  Upon completion of the installation the lock must be operational so the occupant can easily lock the door from the inside. 
Identified interior doors are located in DOB apartment complex.  The addresses for the apartments will be provided to the Contractor upon award of the contract.


 	SCOPE OF WORKS COVERED BY CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

Modifications to interior doors:

1. Replace a bedroom door and frame with pre-approved hard-core wood or hollow-core steel door (selected door model should be of a basic design with no decorations or moldings; hard-core wood door finish can be white painted, stained and lacquered or laminated; hollow-core steel door should be painted white).  The new door must open outwards and the hinges must be secured to prevent easy removal; or can be tack-welded. 
Note:  The Contractor shall take his own measurements of the door openings and provide a door frame and a door to fit the existing door opening.  It is strongly recommended for the Contractor to use one apartment as a prototype for inspection and acceptance by the Embassy security official before proceeding to the next apartment.
1. The Contractor may choose to utilize the dismantled door handle and lockset on the replaced door. Alternatively, the Contractor shall provide new hardware for the replaced interior door. 
1. Install a door viewer with at least 180 degree vision angle on the new door.  Door viewers are furnished by the Embassy Security official.
1. Install a privacy thumb-turn lock (sliding S&G 181 deadbolt to be provided by the Embassy Security official) on the inside of the new door. The new door lockset and deadbolt lock must be adjusted properly to allow for easy operation.    
1. In summary, the new replacement door has to open outwards, and the hinges must be secured or tack-welded to prevent removal.  Each new door shall have a door viewer to allow 180 degrees wide angle and a privacy slide deadbolt on the inside of the new door.  

Modifications to the entrance doors:

1. On the main entrance door, the Contractor shall install the Embassy provided privacy/security heavy-duty deadbolt. 
Note: The Contractor shall assess/determine and inform the Embassy security official which of provided S&G 181 or Yale 197 models is the best fit for the DOB metal apartment door. The Embassy Security official will then supply the Contractor with required amount of selected hardware to compete installation in all apartments.

	
	GENERAL REQUIREMENTS AND SCHEDULING OF WORK

Contractor shall provide all labor, equipment, transportation, quality control and supervision to perform the requirements under this project. U.S. Embassy Moscow will provide materials listed under U.S. Government Provided Materials of this document. 
The Contractor(s) shall visit the site at a time designated by the COR and inspect the existing area of work in order to understand the existing conditions.
Contractor shall schedule access and coordinate work with COR prior to commencement. The Contractor shall submit the work schedule to the COR for approval. No work on site shall be commenced without the COR's approval.
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The Contractor to submit physical examples of doors and other materials listed to be furnished by the Contractor in to illustrate materials and workmanship; and to establish standards by which completed work is judged, if requested.

Protection of Work Space
Work area shall be protected from stains and damage by using drop cloth and or plastic film.
Trash removal and cleanup is the responsibility of the Contractor.  Workers shall keep the immediate work area neat and clean.  All debris, used materials, etc. shall be cleaned up at the end of each day.  

 	SECURITY PROCEDURES

Contractors who require access to any of the Embassy offices or facilities are required to comply with the following security procedures:
1. Coordinate with RSO to have all workers that require access to the house report for fingerprints so criminal record checks can be conducted. 
1. All workers must bring a valid identification card. Criminal records checks typically take approximately one month to complete. Thus, it is important to have contract workers report as early as possible (within 24 hours after the award of the contract) to RSO to start the process.  
1. Upon successful completion of a criminal record check Contractors shall submit working pass request to the RSO thru the COR which will allow them to access the house.      


 	

	U.S. GOVERNMENT PROVIDED MATERIALS

The U.S. Government will provide Sargent and Greenleaf 181 sliding deadbolts, Yale 197 locksets and door viewers in a quantity to cover installation on the DOB apartment units for this contract. 
The Contractor must return any unused Government provided materials to the Embassy after completion of the installation project.
Electricity (220 Volt single phase ONLY) service for hand tools and a water source will be provided by the Embassy at each location free of charge.


CONTRACTOR PROVIDED MATERIALS

All tools, ladders and supply materials shall be provided by the Contractor and must meet industry standards for quality and safety.  All items coming into the Embassy compound are subject to search/screening by Embassy security guards. 

 	
	EXECUTION AND CLOSEOUT REQUIREMENTS

After completion of the work, the Contractor shall make an appointment with COR for inspection and final acceptance with the signature of COR.  The work site and related areas must be clean of all debris and trash.
