To be eligible for a Humphrey Fellowship, applicants must have:

--Five years of substantial professional experience
--Demonstrated leadership qualities and a record of public service
--Fluency in English

Ap Application /Selection Process

Interested applicants must apply to the U.S. Embassy on preliminary official application forms which can
be downloaded from http://rwanda.usembassy.gov Forms and copies of degree transcripts should be
received no later than May 31, 2012. Selected candidates for interview will be notified within one week.
ONLY interview finalists will apply online for the final worldwide competition.

Grant Provisions

The Hubert Humphrey Fellowship provides round-trip economy international travel for the grantee, tuition
and university fees and limited accident and sickness insurance for the grantee only. The Humphrey
Program does not provide financial support for accompanying dependents.
