
PUBLIC AUCTION 

 

The Embassy of the United States of America in Rwanda will hold 
a public auction of used U.S. Government property on Saturday, 
March 03, 2012 beginning at 8:00 am at the Embassy – 
Service Entrance, 2657 Avenue de la Gendarmerie, in Kacyiru, 
Kigali.    

Property to be auctioned includes residential and non-residential 
furniture, appliances, tires, maintenance equipment and much 

more. Some 100 lots and will be sold. Property is sold on an as-
is, where-is, nonreturnable basis for cash payment without refund 
or warranty. 

The entrance fee for the auction is 500 Rwf per person. The fee 
is waived upon presentation of an Embassy badge. Children 
under the age of 18 will not be allowed entry.  

Items to be auctioned can be viewed on Friday, March 02, 2012 
from 9:00 to 17:00 inside the US Embassy Service Entrance 
(an ID is required to enter. Cameras, cell phones and large 
bags and backpacks are not allowed and can be left with the 
US Embassy guards during the viewing).

Items purchased during the auction can be removed on Sunday 
and Monday, March 04 - 05, 2012 between 10:00 and 16:00. Any 
item not collected by 16:00 on March 05 will be resold.

The conditions of the sale are as follows: 

(a) Property is sold on an as-is, where-is, nonreturnable basis for cash 
payment in Rwandan francs without refund or warranty; 

(b) Applicable local taxes and customs duties must be paid by the 
purchaser before the property can be removed; 

(c) The U.S. Government reserves the right to reject any bid that is 
considered not to be commensurate with the value of the property; 

(d) In the event of a dispute as to the amount of the bid, the item, or item 
number, the U.S. Government reserves the right to re-offer the 

property; 

(e) All property must be paid in full on sale day. 

(f) Property must be removed on Sunday or Monday, March 4 - 5, 2012 
from 10 am to 16:00. Any item not collected by 16:00 on March 5 

will be resold;   

(g) All arrangements and cost necessary to effect removal of the property 

are the responsibility of the purchaser.  

(h) No special arrangement regarding either the payment or removal of 
the purchased property is permitted.
