Incomplete bids and any bids after 12:00 
will not be accepted. Detailed bidding instructions and bid forms will be available at the warehouse entrance. 

 

 The sealed bids will be opened on the sale day (11/28/12) in the presence of the customs and tax officers, and U.S. 
Embassy representatives at the Branch Office building located at Jovana Dučića 5, Banja Luka. Embassy will notify 
winning bidder about successful purchase via phone call on the same day. The sale results and the list of the successful 
buyer will also be announced on Thursday, November 29, 2012 at 9:00 a.m. at U.S. Embassy Branch Office in Banja 

Luka.  
 

 The successful buyer must settle his/her account of the auctioned price of the generator exclusively between 9:00 and 

10:00 a.m. on Thursday, November 29, 2012 at the U.S. Embassy Branch Office in Banja Luka, in Jovana Dučića street 5. 
Ministry of the Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and Herzegovina has exempted this merchandise of customs and taxes, and 
therefore the successful buyer is obligated to pay all the legal taxes, customs and expeditor’s fees (Meridian a.d. Banja 

Luka). All payments must be made in cash and in local currency only (konvertibilna marka).  No checks/cards or other 
means of payment except cash will be accepted. 

 
 You will not be able to pick up purchased generator unless all the legal payments have been settled. All merchandises 

have to be removed from the U.S. Embassy Branch Office Banja Luka no later than 5:00 p.m. on Friday, November 30, 
2012. The purchases left after this date will be disposed of and no refunds will be given. All buyers must pick up their 
purchases between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., as the Embassy of the United States does not make deliveries. The U.S.
