 Administer record keeping, continually coordinating with USERA accounting department 

 Prepare, with support from USERA accounting, monthly and annual financial 

performance data in power point.  

 Attend monthly staff meetings 

 Establish consistent communication with parents and children 

 Monitor classroom behavior, able to recognize and address problems to parents and 

teachers 

 Supervise Little Feet Learning House Teachers, Assistant Teachers, Attendants, Aides, 

and other staff.
