SECURITY MESSAGE FOR U.S. CITIZENS

November 26, 2013

There are numerous reports of large crowds of suspected illegal immigrants and police near the
Ethiopian Consulate in the Al Hamra neighborhood of Jeddah, Saudi Arabia. Due to the
potential for unrest, the U.S. Consulate General has instructed its employees to avoid the area
and advises all U.S. citizens to do the same. Recently, similar mass gatherings of suspected
illegal immigrants in Saudi Arabia have led to clashes, several fatalities and numerous injuries.
If you live in the affected area, please avoid large crowds and shelter in place.
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Please follow these good personal security practices:

¢ Avoid crowds or large gatherings when traveling in public;

e Know where you are going and have a plan of what to do in the event you encounter
demonstrations or violence;



o Identify safe areas (for example police stations, hospitals, Saudi Government buildings)
in your area and how to get to them quickly;

e Tell co-workers or neighbors where you’re going and when you intend to return;

e Minimize your profile while in public;

e Always carry a cell phone and make sure you have emergency numbers pre-programmed
into your phone such as U.S. Consulate General in Dhahran (013-330-3200), the U.S.
Embassy in Riyadh (011-488-3800), and U.S. Consulate General in Jeddah (012-667-
0080). The emergency number for the Saudi Police, Fire, and Rescue is 999;

o Be prepared to postpone or cancel activities for personal safety concerns;

e Report concerns you may have to the U.S. Embassy in Riyadh, the U.S. Consulate
General in Dhahran, or the U.S. Consulate General in Jeddah.

U.S. citizens traveling abroad should regularly monitor the U.S. Department of State's, Bureau of
Consular Affairs website, where the current Worldwide Caution, Travel Warnings, TravelAlerts.
