Candidates who have already benefited from our Exchanges are not our priority

Women are highly encouraged to apply

TOEFL, GRE, GMAT tests will be offered to preselected candidates;
The final selection will be done by the Washington D.C. Fulbright committee;
Successful candidates will be travelling between January and august 2016;
