- People who have studied in the U.S. are not eligible; 

- Candidates must have a highly qualified academic background; 

- Candidates must have a Master’s degree (bac + 4 degree); 

- Candidates must have a strong level of English (written and spoken); 

- Candidates must be serious and motivated to properly conduct their program and return to Senegal 
after completion; 

Women are highly encouraged to apply  

 TOEFL, GRE, GMAT tests will be offered to preselected candidates; 

 The final selection will be done by the Washington D.C. Fulbright committee; 

 Successful candidates will be travelling between January and august 2015;
