
Starting from May, our 

Tuesday afternoon closure will 

be changed to a Wednesday 

afternoon closure.

As the number of U.S. citizens residing in and 

visiting our Consular District (Shanghai, Ji-

angsu, Zhejiang, and Anhui provinces) has 

grown rapidly in recent years, the number of 

people who come to the Shanghai ACS office 

for services has grown just as quickly. In light 

of this and our limited physical space, we must 

strictly enforce our mandatory appointment 

policy for non-emergency services. The objec-

tive of this policy is to reduce customers’ wait 

time (especially during high demand periods) 

and to reduce crowding in our waiting room.   

The ACS unit has had a mandatory appoint-

ment policy since 2009. Visitors may receive 

multiple services during the same visit -- 

please make a separate appointment for each 

service (e.g., to apply for passports and obtain 

a notary service, make two appoint-

ments).  Arrive a few minutes before your ap-

pointment to allow time to go through security.   

 
We have a one-in/one-out system to accom-

modate a limited number of people who are 

unable to make an appointment or who need a 

service prior to the first available appointment.  

Each person who arrives without an appoint-

ment must wait outside our office until the pre-

vious person without an appointment departs. 

We try our best to accommodate as many cus-

tomers as we can each day.  Because the 

time required to serve a customer varies 

widely (depending on factors like the complex-

ity of the service, amount of data-entry and 

data-verification required, etc.), it is not possi-

ble to predict how long a person without an 

appointment will wait to be served.  If you 

come without an appointment, your wait might 

be twenty minutes or more than two hours.  If 

you arrive without an appointment and there 

are already many others without an appoint-

ment waiting ahead of you, you may be asked 

to return to our office at another time/day.  

This helps explain why we much prefer that 

every customer make an appointment (even 

though we allow one person without appoint-

ment at a time to come into the section for a 

non-emergency service). 

Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

The following services do not need an appointment: 

 Report an emergency or urgent matter (e.g., death, 

hospitalization, or arrest of a U.S. citizen) 

 Report a passport lost / stolen / damaged  when 

you urgently need to travel outside of China -- bring 

proof of pending travel.  (Note: lost/stolen passports 

must immediately be reported to the Exit-Entry 
Bureau, a unit of the Chinese police.) 

 Register with the Consulate or Register to vote 

(both easy to do online) 

 Pick up passports, Consular Reports of Birth 

Abroad (CRBA) and/or Re-Entry Permits 

 Pick up Social Security or tax refund checks  

 Follow up on a case for which you have already 

paid -- Must present your receipt and/or your 

“Please Note Checked Items” letter. 

 American Citizens’ Visa Hour at 4pm on Tuesday.

Taxpayers generally use the yearly 
average exchange rate to report for-

eign-earned income that was regu-

larly received throughout the year.  If 
you only had a few foreign transac-

tions on particular days, you may pre-
fer to use the exchange rates for such 

days. 

Exchange rates for returns are listed 
on websites such as the Federal Re-

serve and the Financial Management 

Service (FMS) website.  Commercial 
sites, such as OANDA may also be 

used. 

U.S. income tax returns for 2010 were 
due on April 18, 2011. Please read 

the following article for more informa-

tion. 
 

If you reside overseas, or are in the 
military on duty outside the U.S., you 

are allowed an automatic 2-month 
extension to file your return until June 

15, 2011; however, any tax due must 

be paid by the original return due 
date (April 18) to avoid interest 

charges. 
 

If you are unable to file your return 

by the due date, you can request an 
additional extension to October 17 by 

filing Form 4868 before the return 
due date (to determine if further ex-

tensions are available go to

**Exemption Amount.  The 

amount you can deduct for 
each exemption has not 
changed for 2010.  It is still 

$3,650.  But unlike 2009, 
when you would lose part of 

your deduction for personal 
exemptions if your adjusted 
gross income (AGI) was more 

than a certain amount, in 
2010 you will not lose any 

part of your deduction for per-
sonal exemptions, regardless 
of the amount of your AGI. 

 
**Standard Deduction 

Amount.  The standard de-
duction for taxpayers who do 

not itemize deductions on 
Schedule A of Form 1040 is, 
in most cases, higher for 

2010. The amount depends 
on your filing status, whether 

you are 65 or older or blind, 
and whether an exemption 
can be claimed for you by an-

other taxpayer.  The basic 
standard deduction amounts 

for 2010 are:  Head of House-
hold — $8,400; Married Filing 
Jointly and Qualifying Widow

(er) s — $11,400; Married Fil-
ing Separately and Single — 

$5,700. 
 

**No Additional Standard 

Deduction for Real Estate 
Taxes for 2010.  For 2010, 
you can no longer increase 

your standard deduction by:  
State or local real estate taxes, 

new motor vehicles taxes (for 
vehicles purchased in 2010), 
or disaster losses (for disasters 

occurring in 2010).   But, you 
can increase your standard de-

duction in 2010 if you:  Had a 
net disaster loss in 2010 oc-
curring in 2008 or 2009 (from 

Form 4684, line 17), or pur-
chased a new motor vehicle 

after February 16, 2009, and 
before January 1, 2010, and 
paid the sales or excise taxes 

in 2010.  If you increase your 
standard deduction by either of 

these items, use Schedule L 
(Form 1040A or 1040) to fig-
ure your standard deduction. 

 
**Alternative minimum tax 

(AMT).  The tax laws provide 
tax benefits for certain kinds of 

income and allow special de-
ductions and credits for certain 
kinds of expenses.  The alter-

native minimum tax (AMT) at-
tempts to ensure that anyone 

who benefits from these tax 
advantages pays at least a 

minimum amount of tax.  The 

AMT is a separately figured 
tax that eliminates many de-
ductions and credits, thus in-

creasing tax liability for an in-
dividual who would otherwise 

pay less tax.  The tentative 
minimum tax rates on ordi-
nary income are percentages 

set by law.  For capital gains 
and certain dividends, the 

rates in effect for the regular 
tax are used.  You may have 
to pay the AMT if your taxable 

income for regular tax pur-
poses plus any adjustments 

and preference items that ap-
ply to you are more than the 
AMT exemption amount.  For 

2010, the AMT exemption 
amount is increased to 

$47,450 for single taxpayers; 
$72,450 if married filing 
jointly or a qualifying widow

(er); and $36,225 if married 
  filing separately. 

 
**Foreign Earned Income.  

The maximum foreign earned 
income exclusion amount 
available on Form 2555 or 

Form 2555-EZ is increased to 
$91,500.  The housing exclu-

sion and/or deduction floor 
has increased to $14,640.00. 
 

Note: If you claim the foreign 
earned income exclusion or 

the foreign housing exclusion 
on Form 2555 or Form 2555-
EZ, your must figure your tax 

using the Foreign Earned In-
come Tax Worksheet found on 

page 36 of the 2010 Form 
1040 Instruction Booklet. 
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On Tuesday, May 24, 2011, New York 

will hold a special election for the 26th 

Congressional District, to fill the seat 

vacated by Representative Christopher 

The 26th Congressional District 

includes the following counties: Erie, 

Genesee, Livingston, Monroe, Niagara, 

Orleans, and Wyoming.

Voting Assistance Officers should con-

tact New York voters from the 26th Con-

gressional District and inform them of 

this news release and assist them in 

requesting and returning their absentee 

ballot.  

 

Register to Vote and Request Your 

Ballot Now!  
To vote in this election you must regis-

ter by submitting a post-marked Federal 

Post Card Application (FPCA) by April 

29, 2011. New York also allows you to 

email or fax the FPCA, but you still must 

mail it as well to insure you meet the 

signature requirements.  

 

Your FPCA must be received by your 

local New York Board of Elections Of-

fice by May 4, 2011. Go to FVAP.gov 

and get started! It only takes a few 

minutes! Alternately you may obtain an 
FPCA from your unit or installation vot-

ing assistance officer and at U.S. em-

bassies and consulates worldwide; but 

you must follow the New York in-

structions given at FVAP.gov. Indi-

cate on the FPCA how you would 

like to receive your absentee ballot, 

by mail, email, or fax. You will not 

receive a ballot automatically, even if 

you voted in the November 2, 2010 

general election.  

 

If you are registering in person at 

one of the seven county board of 

elections offices, the deadline to reg-

ister is May 13, 2011.  

 

If you are already registered to vote, 

the deadline for submitting an FPCA 

to request a ballot is May 17, 2011, 

or 7 days before the election. 

 

Send the FPCA by Email, Fax or 

Mail  

If you choose to email your FPCA, 
you should send the form to the 

email address listed below for the 

correct county office where you re-

side in the 26th Congressional Dis-

trict. If you choose to fax your FPCA, 
fax the form to the fax number listed 

below for the correct county office 

where you reside. You may also use 

the DoD Electronic Transmission 

Service to fax your FPCA toll-free. 

To use the Electronic Transmission 

Service, use the cover sheet avail-

able in the Voting Assistance Guide, 

or at FVAP.gov, and fax to: (703)-

693-5527, DSN 223-5527, or toll-free 

from the U.S., Canada, Guam, 

Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands to 

1-800-368-8683.

Receive Your Ballot  
Ballots will be mailed and emailed to 

you starting on April 8, 2011.  

 

Vote Your Ballot  

Your voted ballot must be post-

marked by May 23, 2011, and must 

be received by June 6, 2011, in or-

der to be counted.  

 

You must return your voted ballot and 

signed affidavit by regular mail, or via 

a licensed motor carrier such as Fed-

eral Express, UPS or DSL.  

 

Civilians residing outside the U.S.: 

Contact your closest U.S. Embassy or 

consulate for specific instructions on 

how voted ballots, with proper domes-

tic postage attached, can be returned 

to the United States from any U.S. 

embassy or consulate. To locate your 

nearest U.S. embassy or consulate, 

visit http://www.usembassy.gov/.  

 

If a voter is concerned about not re-

ceiving their ballot in time to vote, they 

may use the Federal Write-In Absen-

tee Ballot (FWAB, SF-186). The in-

structions are available at FVAP.gov. 

The FWAB is also available in embas-

sies and consulates and military in-

stallations around the world.

New York To Hold A Special Election For Congress – May 24, 2011  
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To help the parents of newborn children prepare the 

necessary documents for their newborns, we would like 

to inform you of the following: 

 

1) Applying for a Social Security Number (SSN) 

You may submit the application for a SSN for your new-

born at the American Citizen Services (ACS) Unit of the 

U.S. Consulate General in Shanghai.  ACS will then for-

ward your application to the Social Security Administra-

tion (SSA) office in Manila for further processing.  It 

typically takes 3-6 months for the SSN card to arrive in 

China.  We strongly recommend that you apply for one 

as early as you can.  A completed form SS-5-FS 

(Application for a Social Security Card) signed by one 

parent, the same parent's U.S. passport, your new-

born's Consular Report of Birth Abroad (CRBA), and 

your newborn’s U.S. passport are required for this ap-

plication.  We recommend that one parent submit the 

SSN application when he or she comes to pick up the 

newborn's CRBA and U.S. passport, so that these two 

tasks can be combined in one trip.  Avoid unneeded 

stress and apply for the SSN well before the IRS tax 

return filing deadline.  The Consulate has no way  to 

expedite the 3-6 months processing time, so please 

plan ahead.  If you have questions, please email to 

ShanghaiACS@state.gov. 

 

2) Applying for a Chinese visa or a one-time Exit 

& Entry Travel Permit 

Your child has now been issued a U.S. passport.  As a 

foreign citizen residing in China, he or she will also 

need a Chinese visa or travel permit as required by Chi-

nese law.  You should apply for a Chinese visa or travel 

permit for your child at a nearby office of the Exit & 

Entry Bureau (EEB) in the province where the child was 

born. 

 If both parents are U.S. citizens or non-Chinese citi-

zens, you are required to report to EEB within one 

month after your child's birth to apply for a Chinese 

Visa. The Chinese visa will be placed in the child’s U.S. 

passport. 

 If one parent is a Chinese citizen, you are required 

to apply for a one-time Chinese Exit & Entry Travel 

Permit (different from a Chinese visa) at EEB in order 

for your child to travel outside of China.  The Chinese 

travel permit will be an independent book.  Once your 

child is outside of mainland China, you may take his or 

her U.S. passport to a Chinese Embassy or Consulate to 

apply for a Chinese visa so that your child can return to 

China as a U.S. citizen.

Reminders to Parents of Newborn Children  
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IRS announced on February 8th, a new initiative to 
provide another opportunity to taxpayers who are 
still hiding money offshore to come forward and set-
tle their tax obligations with their government.  The 
IRS is offering people with undisclosed income from 
offshore accounts an opportunity to participate in a 
new, voluntary disclosure initiative in order to get 
current on their tax returns. The 2011 Offshore Vol-
untary Disclosure Initiative (OVDI) will be available 
only through Aug. 31, 2011. 
 
The 2011 initiative has a higher penalty rate than the 
IRS's previous voluntary disclosure program, which 
ended on Oct. 15, 2009, but offers clear benefits to 

encourage taxpayers to disclose foreign accounts 
now rather than risk IRS detection and possible 
criminal prosecution. In addition, the 2011 initiative 
includes new guidelines to provide fairness to people 
with smaller amounts of undisclosed assets or un-
usual situations.

Have you noticed the new kiosks at U.S. 
airport immigration checkpoints?  The 
Global Entry Program allows U.S. citizens 
and permanent residents to use Global En-
try kiosks to speed their entry into the 
United States.  Participants present their 
machine-readable U.S. passport or perma-
nent resident card, place their fingertips 
on the scanner for fingerprint verification, 
and make a customs declaration. The ki-
osk issues the traveler a transaction re-
ceipt and directs the traveler to the bag-
gage claim and exit. 
 
Travelers must be pre-approved for the 
Global Entry program. All applicants un-
dergo a rigorous background check and 
interview before enrollment.
