On May 17, the Public Affairs Section of the U.S Embassy delivered several dozen 

sandwiches to Don Bosco Children’s Home at Fort Street in Freetown in an impromptu but 

much-appreciated gesture. The food had been ordered for a lecture and discussion with 

university students at the Embassy’s Information Resource Centre in collaboration with 

Fourah Bay College. When this program was unexpectedly cancelled at the last minute, 

Public Affairs staff braved Freetown’s Kafkaesque traffic and raced to the gates of Don Bosco 

with the mayonnaise-laced food, which would otherwise have quickly spoiled.  This 

unexpected supplement to their usual lunchtime fare was well-received by the management 

and boys at the facility.  

The Don Bosco Fambul (Krio for “family”) is a Catholic charity addressing the needs of 

Freetown’s street children through rehabilitation programs, family counseling, and practical 

skills training (http://www.donboscofambul.org/#).
