DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

1. GENERAL. The contractor shall provide services for the United States Embassy in
Bratislava, Slovakia. The services will consist of loading/unloading, moving and transporting
furniture and other articles from Embassy offices or residences in Bratislava to the

warehouse of TRiMission in Vienna, or from the warehouse in Vienna to offices or
residences in Bratislava.

The contractor shall furnish all managerial, administrative, direct labor personnel, materials
and transportation that are necessary to accomplish all work required. Contractor employees
shall be on site only for performance of contractual duties and not for other business
purposes. Performance requirements for required work are described below.

2. DEFINITIONS.

(4) FSG 89, Food and Related Consumables;
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(5) FSC 9410, Crude Grades of Plant Materials;

(6) FSC 9430, Miscellaneous Crude Animal Products, Inedible;

(7) FSC 9440, Miscellaneous Crude Agricultural and Forestry Products;
(8) FSC 9610, Ores;

(9) FSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and

(10) FSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of
components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product
that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the
place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power
production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of
military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment
Act of 2007 (Pub.
