1. GENERAL. The contractor shall provide services for the United States Embassy

Bratislava, Slovakia. This consists of cargo storage, and other related services that apply

The contractor shall furnish all managerial, administrative, direct labor personnel,
materials and transportation that are necessary to accomplish all work required.

2. DEFINITIONS.

"Calendar Day" means the twenty-four hour period from midnight to midnight.
Saturdays, Sundays and all holidays are considered calendar days.

"Cargo" means any items consigned to the contractor under this contract for
inbound shipment, whether consisting of household effects or U.S. Government-owned
materials.

"Client" means all United States mission personnel for whom the required
services are to be rendered.

"COR™" means the Contracting Officer's Representative, appointed in accordance
with Section 2 of this contract/purchase order.

"Government" means the Government of the United States of America unless
specifically stated otherwise.

"Services" means the services performed, workmanship, and material furnished or
used in the performance of the services.

1. SPECIFICATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES.

The contractor shall provide all necessary storage services required by this specification
and standard industry practice for the services under this contract.

2. FREIGHT HANDLING.

The contractor shall act on behalf of the Government on any selected incoming
Government cargo that may be assigned to the contractor under this contract.

The contractor shall notify the COR immediately if any shipment is received in damage
condition. The contractor shall make notation of any visible loss or damage on the
reverse site of the carrier’s delivery receipt.

The contractor shall transport all incoming Government cargo handled under the contract
from commercial facilities within Bratislava to the final destination in the Bratislava area
including off-loading from the contractor vehicle, as specified by the COR.

3. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES.

The contractor is responsible for strict adherence to all instructions and quality
requirements stated in this contract and shall provide the appropriate management effort
to ensure that all services are performed.

Upon provision by the Embassy of necessary documentation confirming the diplomatic
status of a shipment, the Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all required
customs clearances, including the payment of associated fees, for all inbound and
outbound shipments.

The contractor shall ensure that all personnel assigned to this contract possess the skills
and experience necessary for accomplishing their individual tasks.

3. REQUARMENTS FOR THE DELIVERY AND PLACING OF UNACOMPANIED
AIR BAGGAGE.

Unaccompanied baggage will be unpacked by the Contractor unless waived by the
owner. The placing and unpack of UAB in the client’s residence, as specified, shall
include, but not be limited to:



(a) cut strapping and open boxes
(b) on a one time basis the air boxes and/or cartons will be unpacked and the
contents will be placed in the room designated by the client.

Acrticles shall be stored in areas that are dry, well ventilated, clean, and free from dust,
insects and rodents, have adequate fire protection, and are accessible for routine
inspection.

6. WAREHOUSE RECEIPT.

The Warehouse Receipt shall indicate the name of the owner of the goods, the number of
the authorization, the net weight of the storage lot, the number of items deposited, the
kind of items and the condition in which they are received. The Contractor shall mail the
original of the Warehouse Receipt to the COR within 24 hours (one working day) of the
pickup of the storage at the Government facility. If access and segregation and/or partial
removal is required and performed, the Contractor shall prepare a new Non-Negotiable
Warehouse Receipt and submit it as directed above.
