(2,100 USD) 

The exhibition »Pieces for Peace« is made of 300 »pieces« - selected artwork of 

children from 65 countries and 6 continents of the world. Participating children 

expressed their shared vision of peace through the creative process while 

answering the question, "What does peace look like to me?"  The project was 

created following the tragic events of 9/11 and promotes multiculturalism, shared 

vision of peace and common values among youth in an artistic way. For the first 

time are included also artworks of Slovenian children. There is also an on-line 

exhibition available at http://www.cityarts.org/Pieces-for-Peace/view-

artworks/. The event was part of Maribor for Peace 2012 initiative. 

 
Youth Association NO EXCUSE 
“SUSTAIN!ABILITY” (5,000 USD) 

This project focusES on the economic background of sustainable development 

(especially green economy) and green washing. 

Objectives of this project are: to systematize and promote the exchange of good 

practices, innovative approaches and successful examples in youth--‐led 

education and action for sustainable development; to build young people’s 

capacity to tackle environmental issues and climate change, by providing those 

with the knowledge, tools and skills they need to take action; to foster youth--‐led 

action in the promotion of sustainable lifestyles, green economy and 

environmental advocacy; by training youth trainers through peer--‐to--‐peer 

education in order to reach a wider audience, thus increasing the impact o this 

project.

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Forum of Roma Councilors of Slovenia 
“EMPOWERING ROMA COMMUNITY FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT” 

(4,000 USD) 

This project included five educational events where experts and members of the 

Romano kher workgroup shared important information and their knowledge with 

the Roma people about housing and infrastructure, healthcare, education, 

employment and social economy.  

Main goals were: 

- To open a public debate about problems which the Roma community is facing 

in Slovenia and to evaluate possible projects. 

- To raise the level of housing quality of Roma in Slovenia. 

- To improve health and encourage a healthy life style of Roma in Slovenia.  

- To raise the educational level of Roma in Slovenia. 

- To raise the employment among Roma in Slovenia. 

 
 

Local Development Center Pivka -  
“ARMOUR OF FREEDOM – STORY OF U.S. ARMORED VEHICLES IN 

SLOVENIA” (6,000 USD) 

The grant helped to illuminate the almost completely unknown history that 

brought U.S. and Slovenia together. Park of Military History prepared an 

exhibition on billboards, which represented the military aide of the Western allies 

during the Second World War. The main focus is donation of weapons and 

military equipment at the beginning of 1950s.  

The exhibition was placed in the first museum pavilion of the tank-artillery 

collection in Pivka. Near the exhibition, the tanks M3A3 Stuart, M4A3 Sherman, 

M47 Patton and M36 Jackson are also equipped with billboards. This exhibition 

became an integral part of the collection, drawing number of visitors from the 

entire world. 
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Club of European Women 
“BUSINESS PROTOCOL AND MODERN BUSINESS LOOK” (2,000 USD) 

The seminar “Business Protocol and Modern Business Look – What are 

Differences between American and Slovenian Women” was designed for those 

who are included in the business process and their work includes working with 

clients. 34 women attended the event.  Topics discussed included: non-verbal 

communication in interpersonal relationships with customers and business 

partners, the importance of business outlook, the quality and professionalism. 

 

Zavod MaMa, Youth Network MaMa 
“TOGETHER AT WORK” (4,000 USD) 

The main aim of the project was to promote and encourage cooperative 

voluntarism in 9 local environments. Project involved young, NGOs, public 

servants, journalists and entrepreneurs. They worked together as volunteers in 

actions on local levels. Prior to the actual actions, public tribunes to identify the 

local priorities were organized. 208 people participated in this actions, but there 

was also a huge impact in local communities. 

 

Legal Information for NGOs - PIC 
“HUMAN RIGHTS SUMMER SCHOOL” (6,000 USD) 

This was a pilot project introducing the concept of summer education programs in 

the field of law, which has not been the experience in Slovenia so far. Human 

Rights Summer School (HRSS) was a program dedicated to law students from 

different Slovene regions with the purpose to enrich their knowledge and raise 

awareness. The program aimed at theoretical and practical understanding of 

human rights with emphasis on those topics that are not part of academic 

curricula. Human Rights Summer School was organized as 4-day event through 

which 6 highly qualified lecturers presented different topics and issues related to 

the work of NGOs in the field of human rights. Over 32 hours of training was 

provided for 34 students from Ljubljana, Maribor and Nova Gorica Law Schools.  
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Matafir 
“CREATIVE DIALOGUE: WITH CREATIVITY TO MULTICULTURAL 

DIALOGUE” (2,000 USD) 

The principal aim of the project was to address the issues of migration, 

minorities, integration, human rights and tolerance. The basic structure of the 

project was twofold. In the first part, participants attended creative and 

educational workshops which addressed current global issues and participants’ 

status, rights, obstacles, problems and ways of overcoming them through 

multicultural dialogue, mutual tolerance and respect. The main topic of these 

interactive workshops was multicultural dialogue (e.g. stereotypical conceptions 

of »other«, respect of different cultural backgrounds, human rights etc.). In the 

second part, the participants created a public performance employing the 

knowledge and materials from the workshops. 40 minute presentation performed 

by the participants was the final result.  

 

Slovene Philanthropy 
“REGIONAL YOUTH VOLUNTEER SCHOOL” (5,000 USD) 

The main purpose of the program was to support development of volunteer work 

and education of youth for responsible citizenship in the Western Balkans. Youth 

School lasted for eight days and included 20 participants and 5 mentors from 

Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo, Serbia and Slovenia. The main aim 

was to enhance the promotion and development of voluntary work of youth 

through education, empowerment and motivation of youth to become active 

citizens and activists in the development of the school and community based 

voluntary work. To engage in cross border dialogue, to learn and work together 

and to contribute to development of solidarity and stability in Western Balkans. 
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Slovene Philanthropy 
“COMPETITION FOR THE WORD VOLUNTEER” (9,990 USD) 

The main goal was to gain a verb in Slovene that equals English verb to 

volunteer. The competition “Bodi UP” targeted children from 11 to 18 years old. 

They were asked to write an essay and use the suggested word in it. Almost 400 

various verbs were suggested, but the commission consisting unanimously 

chose one: “PROSTOVOLJITI”. 

The competition that was publicized widely and escorted by t-shirts, bracelets, 

posters and banners served as promotion of voluntarism. The issue itself gained 

more public attention and stimulated debate and reflections on voluntarism 

among young and adults. 

 
Youth Center Postojna 
“LET’S LEARN HOW THEY DO IT IN THE USA!” (2,000 USD) 

The main purpose of creative holidays was to give the children the opportunity to 

learn new skills, get new knowledge in a fun way and to spend their free time 

actively. Project: Let's learn how they do it in USA! was essential part of this 

creative summer holidays framework. Project main aim was that children, who do 

not have an opportunity to explore, learn and experience the world because they 

stay at their home in the summer break, get a chance to be active and learn 

something also while they stay in their town. All activities and events were free of 

charge and available for families of all backgrounds but the priorities was given to 

socially deprivileged and immigrant children. 84 children participated 10 thematic 

workshops that included English language, US history, US states, landscape and 

cuisine, sports and art. Project was awarded with the prize from the Chamber of 

Commerce and Industry Slovenia. 
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Association for Promotion and Development of International Relations MEOS 
“SLOVENIA INTERNATIONAL MODEL UNITED NATIONS 2012” (3,000 USD) 

In September 2012, Slovenia hosted the fifth international simulation of the 

United Nations SiMUN that attracted 65 participants from 13 different countries. 

The main goal of SiMUN is that participants raise understanding of the working 

process and decision making of the UN and its bodies. It enhances youth active 

citizenship and helps develops variety of competencies to the participants: 

communication skills, public engagement, critical thinking, negotiations, and 

intercultural skills. The simulations included the following areas/topics: Economic 

and Financial Committee - water resources in Central Asia, improvement of the 

official development assistance, Human Rights Committee – child labor in Sub-

Saharan Africa, concentration camps in North Korea, Security Council – Iran and 

Israel.  

 
Zavod YPSILON 
 “YOUTH. FOR COMMON FUTURE” (2,000 USD) 
 

The goals of the conference that gathered 32 participants from all over the world 

were: 

1.Promote youth engagement in civic society by strengthening and empowering 

youth organizations from eleven different EU and neighbouring countries from 

Central, Eastern, Southern Europe and United States of America (Bulgaria, The 

Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Georgia, Latvia, Montenegro, 

Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, Slovenia, Turkey and United States of 

America), connecting them by exchange of best practice examples from various 

fields (civic involvement, entrepreneurship, volunteering, corporate and social 

responsibility, youth policy) and identifying current economic, social and political 

situation in participating countries in terms of challenges and possibilities for 
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youth as future leaders and “creators of tomorrow” to encourage them on taking 

more active role in society. 

2. Promote cross-border development through cross-border cooperation and 

development of common projects by strengthening the connection between 

partners from different countries (to increase their interpersonal and intercultural 

understanding, solidarity and participation) and establishing new partnerships 

with tangible plans for common future projects on youth engagement on civil 

society, entrepreneurship, volunteering, social and corporate responsibility. 

3. Promote (social) entrepreneurship as a mean of creating better future for youth 

through self-employment and a way to contribute to country’s economic 

development through learning best practice examples and meeting successful 

entrepreneurs. 

4. Promote volunteering and volunteer projects by meeting best practice 

examples and learning how volunteer project can increase youth engagement in 

civil society and also encourage corporate social responsibility. 

 

The conference offered a platform of exchanging ideas, good practices and 

experiences, focusing on new solutions to the current issues.

“EDGE CONFERENCE” (3,000 USD) 
This conference connected the most influential, inspiring and remarkable world 

thinkers and business leaders with over 100 young and talented Slovenian 

entrepreneurs, managers and other young talented individuals to create and 

exchange ideas. The core topic was balance between personal and professional 

life. 
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EKVILIB Institute 
“THROUGH THE LENS OF HUMAN RIGHTS: PHOTOGRAPHY AS A TOOL  
FOR HUMAN RIGHTS PROMOTION AND PROTECTION” 
 (7,000 USD) 

This is an initiative, with which they want to promote socially responsible use of 

photography as a tool to promote and protect human rights and to express a 

critical outlook on global developments. It represents an expansion of Ekvilib's 

previous activities in the field of human rights photography – namely international 

photo context GLOBAL WORLD: Through the lens of human rights, which will be 

this year accompanied with a human rights photography festival.  
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
