Security Message for U.S. Citizens:  DEMONSTRATION IN MADRID 

SATURDAY SEPTEMBER 28, 2013 

 
 
The 25 September and 15M groups organized an illegal demonstration against the Spanish 
Royal House that will take place tomorrow, September 28th , near the Royal Palace in Madrid.  
The demonstrators want to abolish the Spanish Monarchy. The demonstration will start at 
18:00 in Moncloa and then move to the “Palacio de Oriente”.  The police estimate that 3000 
people will attend the demonstration.  Demonstrators might also travel to the Congress and the 
PP Headquarters.
