SEVIS Fee Now by Payable by Western Union Quick Pay Service

The Consular Section of the Embassy of the United States of America in Khartoum is pleased to announce a
new way for nonimmigrant students and exchange visitors (F, J, and M visa categories) to pay the Student and
Exchange Visitor Information System (SEVIS) fee. This fee must be paid by students and exchange visitors
prior to their visa interview. Nonimmigrant students and exchange visitors are now able to pay the SEVIS I-
901 fee using the Western Union Quick Pay™ service available at the following MIG Exchange Co. locations:
MIG Exchange headquarters Baladia Street, Khartoum Central and the MIG Exchange branch in Afra Mall in
Africa Street., Khartoum. Working hours are from 09:00-16:00 Saturday to Thursday. This initiative allows
Western Union to collect the SEVIS 1-901 fee in local currency. Western Union transmits both the payment and
the Form 1-901 data to the U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE). Detailed instructions about how
to use this service can be found using the following web link: http://www.ice.gov/sevis/i901/wu_instr.htm.

All applications for student and exchange visitor visas by persons residing in Sudan must be submitted to the
U.S. Embassy using the DS-160 online visa application form. This form can be found at
https://ceac.state.gov/genniv. Sudanese visa applicants are advised to start the application process at least three
months in advance of their planned travel. Upon completing the application form, applicants can schedule an
appointment for a visa interview online at http://evisaforms.state.gov/SchedulingSystem.asp . With the
exception of official travelers, all visa applicants must have an in-person interview at the U.S. Embassy.

The consular section of the U.S. Embassy in Khartoum is now located at Kilo 10, Soba. This new location is off Wad
Medani Highway, opposite the Khartoum State Highway Traffic Police Division Headquarters and several kilometers
north of Soba Hospital. The nearest public transportation bus stop is close to the Khartoum State Highway Traffic
Administration
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
