U.S. Embassy Condemns the Acts of Violence in Abyei

The U.S. Embassy in Khartoum strongly condemns the acts of violence in Abyei that resulted in the tragic
deaths of Ngok Dinka paramount chief Kuol Deng Kuol and a UNISFA peacekeeper.

We express our profound sadness at their loss of life. The death of the paramount chief is a major loss for the
Ngok Dinka people. We mourn his death and extend our deep condolences to his family and the Ngok Dinka
people. The UNISFA peacekeeper was killed in the line of duty -- protecting others in the service of peace. We
likewise mourn his loss and express our deep condolences to his family, the people of Ethiopia and the United
Nations.

We urge all sides to exercise restraint during this sensitive and volatile period. We appeal for calm in Abyei
and implore all sides to avoid further escalation of violence.

We urge the parties to the conflict in Abyei to use the mechanisms, namely the Joint Security Committee, they
have put in place to conduct a transparent and effective investigation to bring those responsible to justice and to
ensure this tragic incident does not escalate to further violence.
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
