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U.S. Embassy in Khartoum Signs Two Memoranda of Understanding (MoU)
with the University of Khartoum on August 13, 2012

The U.S. Embassy in Khartoum signed two Memoranda of Understanding (MoU) with the
University of Khartoum on August 13, 2012. One will establish a Self Access Center (SAC) for
the study of the English language and the second will establish an American Reading room at
the Main University Library. The sites will give the U.S. Embassy a presence at Sudan’s
largest and pre-eminent university to support the teaching of English as a second language,
disseminate materials and conduct cultural and educational programming.

The signing ceremony was held at the University of Khartoum Vice-Chancellor’s office and the
MoU’s were jointly signed by the U.S. Charge d’affaires, Ambassador Joseph Stafford, and
Deputy Vice-Chancellor of Khartoum University, Professor Suad Abu Kashawa.

The SAC will be located in the Faculty of Arts and will be open to the University public
(students, faculty and staff). The Embassy will provide the SAC with furniture, basic computer
equipment and books and materials, including electronic —based resources for the teaching and
studying of English as a second language. The Embassy will also supply the SAC with copies
of U.S. Department of State —produced publications designated for public distribution. The
center is expected to be operational in around three months. It will also serve as a venue for
U.S. Speaker programs, cultural events, and alumni activities as well as provide information
concerning similar Embassy-sponsored activities.
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
