
You are invited to apply for the Fulbright Foreign Student program 
sponsored by the U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Educational 
and Cultural Affairs and administered by AMIDEAST for the 2014-
2015 and 2015-2016 academic years (2014-2016). Eligible students 
can apply for Master’s Degree programs (2014-2016) or a scholar-
ship for one year of non-degree Doctoral research (2014-2015).

The scholarships cover expenses incurred for travel to and from the 
United States, tuition, books, health coverage, and living stipends. 
Funding is NOT available to meet expenses related to grantees de-
pendents (husbands, wives, children, parents, etc). 

To participate in the Fulbright Foreign Student Program, the appli-
cant must: 
Be a Tunisian citizen and resident of Tunisia at time of appli-
cation 

Hold a strong academic record 

Be fluent in English as demonstrated by a valid TOEFL iBT® 
score of 80 or TOEFL ITP® score of 550
