General Application Information

This e-mail will help you prepare for your visa interview. Paying careful attention to
this e-mail will help you avoid delays, reduce the time you spend waiting for your
visa and significantly reduce the chance of losing your appointment because of
incorrect or incomplete documentation.

All citizens of Iran must appear for their interview, including all children. You
should arrive at the U.S. Consulate at your scheduled appointment time. For
directions, please click http://dubai.usconsulate.gov/service.html. Visitor parking is
located at the intersection of Khalifa Bin Zayed Road and Al Seef Road. Applicants
can expect to wait several hours for their visa interviews and should plan
accordingly.

Applicants will not be allowed to enter the Consulate with electronic devices,
including mobile telephones. Please do NOT bring any large bags, cell phones,
computers, or other electronic devices with you to the Consulate on the day of your
appointment, as this will delay the security process. Please leave these items at
home or in your car. Every effort is made to interview applicants in the order in
which they arrive at the Consulate, but this is not always possible.

Complete and accurate application materials will decrease waiting times for most
applicants.

Please go through the detailed list of documentation to be submitted on the day of
your interview:

Important Note: Each applicant must submit the following required documents
(including minors). Applicants applying for a specific trip purpose (e.g. student,
temporary worker) must bring the additional documents required for the visa type.
Original documents must be submitted. Photocopies will not be accepted.

¢ A valid passport that is valid at least six months beyond your planned entry in
the U.S.

e Every applicant, regardless of age, must complete the electronic Form DS-160
prior to the visa interview. Form DS-160 is accessible at
https://ceac.state.gov/genniv. Upon completion of the DS-160 Form, you must
print the confirmation page that includes the bar code to bring to the visa
interview. Please note: you must bring a photograph with you to your
appointment.

e One 5 x 5cm Photograph taken within the last 6 months. The photograph
must meet the following requirements: facing forward, white background, ears
exposed, glasses cannot cause a glare or be shaded dark, head coverings are
not permitted (unless worn for religious reasons).

e Proof of Payment, non-refundable visa application fee for each applicant

regardless of age. The original pink and blue receipts from the bank must be
submitted with each visa application as proof of payment. Payment must be
made at any branch of National Bank of Abu Dhabi (NBAD).

Visa application fees are:

US$160 for all Visa types including Tourist, Business, Student, Exchange Visitor,
Crew and Journalist (B,C,D,F,I,]J,M) excluding those mentioned below

H, L O, P, Q R, E1 and E2 will need an additional fee payable at the Consulate
on the day of the interview.

A, G and NATO type visa applicants should NOT pay the fee.

e Submit documentation showing purpose of your trip to the U.S., ties to your
home country, ability to pay for the trip and convincing documents to show
sufficient funds to cover all expenses in the U.S. The Consular Officer will
review the documents supporting your visa application. The documents do not
guarantee approval for visa issuance.

¢ Iranian Citizens must present their original national ID card called “Shenas
Nameh”.

If you present fraudulent documents and make false or misleading statements, your
application will not be processed and you may become permanently ineligible for
any type of U.S. visa.

When you enter the Consulate General please take a token number and join the
gueue. Your application documents will be examined and entered into the
computer system. After this, you will be directed to have your fingerprints
scanned. Different applications require different amounts of processing time, so
numbers are not necessarily called in numerical order. Once your humber is called
for your interview, a Consular Officer will speak with you about your intended travel
and may review any necessary documents. Once approved, visas are returned via a
courier service to addresses in the UAE. They can also be collected in person
from the courier service head offices.

We advise that you do not make any non-refundable travel arrangements
until the visa has been issued in your passport.

Security Advice

Please do not arrive until 15 minutes before your scheduled appointment. You should anticipate being at
the Consulate General for approximately 3 to 4 hours.

Security Inspection: To avoid a delay at the required security inspection do not bring large bags,
electronic devices (cellular phones, radios, laptops, photographic or video cameras) since you will not be
able to enter with these items. The Consulate General does not have any storage space and will not be
held responsible for any damages.

People who are not applying will not be allowed to enter the Consulate General.
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
