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DETAILED SCOPE OF WORK - MEDICAL CASEWORK & FIXTURES
PART 1 - GENERAL
1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS:

A. Drawings and conditions of the construction contract, including but not limited to construction
General Conditions, the Supplementary Conditions, and all Division 1 general Requirements
specification sections, apply to work of this section.

1.2 SUMMARY
A. This section includes modular medical casework and fixtures.

1.3 DESCRIPTION OF WORK:

A. Provide everything necessary for, and incidental to, the complete installation of medical casework, and
accessories as indicated on the drawings and specified herein.

B. Furnish medical service fittings and sinks, and deliver to the point of use for installation by others.
1.4 SUBMITTALS:

A. Samples: Submit 150mm x 150mm samples of specified finishes. Submit samples of items listed
below:

1. A complete drawer front with pull and lock.
2. Hinges.
3. Casework finish samples.
4. Countertop samples.
5. Segment of casework framing system and hanging devices.
6. One typical sink.
Clearly identify all samples submitted.
B. Product Data: Submit for medical service fixtures, sink, fittings, and accessories.
C. Shop drawings: Submit for all items of work of this section, showing in large scale, methods of
construction, joining, dimensions, materials, thicknesses, finishes of materials, installation, relation to
adjoining work, and all other details to fully illustrate the work. Indicate dimensioned locations of all

shelf supports, service fittings, and electrical raceways furnished by others.

D. Installation Drawings: Submit for items of work furnished under this Section but installed by other
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subcontractors.
1.5 QUALITY ASSURANCE:
A. Manufacturers Qualifications: Manufacturers shall have an established organization and production
facilities specializing in the type of casework specified, with an experienced engineering department.
Each shall have the demonstrated ability to produce the specified casework of the required quality and
the proven capacity to complete an installation of this size and type within the required time limits.
B. Under counter and wall cases shall be constructed in the nominal sizes indicated. The maximum
allowable deviation in width for cases due to manufacturer's standard unit sizes shall be plus or minus
25mm. In case of deviation, filler panels shall be used in a manner subject to the approval of the
Project Director to maintain the overall length of all bench assemblies within 50mm of and not
exceeding the lengths indicated by the case widths shown.
1.6 ASBESTOS:
A. No asbestos or materials containing asbestos will be allowed.

1.7 WARRANTY

A. All casework and accessories furnished under this Section of the Specifications shall be guaranteed for
a period of one year.

1.8 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver, store, protect and handle products on the job site in such a manner as to minimize the risk
of damage, decay, deterioration or loss from theft.

B. All products shall be delivered to the job site in manufacturer's original unopened containers,
crates or protective wrappings with the manufacturer's name and address clearly labeled thereon.

C. Accept products on site and inspect on arrival for damage.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS
2.1 ACCEPTABLEMANUFACTURER:

A. Midmark Corporation or an approved equal.
2.2 MATERIALS AND FINISHES:

A. Steel: Steel conforming to ASTM Specifications No. A-366, latest edition, for construction of service
frames, and furniture components shall be best mild steel, cold rolled, pickled, double annealed and
patent leveled, free from rust, scales, deep scratches, buckles, ragged edges, and other injurious
defects. Sheets shall be metallic stock. All gauges as indicated shall be U.S. Standards.

B. Finish for Metal Work: Finishes for casework, cantilever framing components, etc., indicated on the

drawings and specified herein, shall be in accordance with the following specifications or other
processes meeting the performance criteria specified herein:
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. Pressure clean all metal at elevated temperature and treated with micro-crystalline, zinc-phosphate
coating to insure finish adhesion and corrosion resistance. After fabrication of component parts,
treatment shall be performed in three (3) stages as follows:

1. Cleaner/Phosphate spray.

2. Water rinse.

3. Chromic-acid rinse.

. Immediately dry all treated parts in heated ovens and gradually cooled before application of the finish.
Finish shall be a high-grade premium quality, resistant phenolic or epoxy baked enamel.

Color shall be from manufacturers standard color offering.

. Enamel shall be baked in a controlled high heat, high temperature continuous oven, assuring uniform
curing to a smooth, hard satin finish. Surfaces exposed to view (interior or exterior) shall receive one
coat pigmented primer applied over carefully sanded surface followed by two (2) coats of enamel.

Surfaces not exposed to view shall have one (1) coat of primer and one (1) of enamel.

. Each coat shall be baked in high temperature ovens. After each coat is baked, it shall be smooth and
clean before applying succeeding coat.

Finished Material Performance Tests: Finished metal shall perform in the tests listed below as
indicated.

1. Chemical tests: Completed finish shall be highly resistant to acids, alkalis, salts, and solvents in
accordance with the following test:

a. The enamel shall withstand one (1) hour soaking in a chemical bath of the listed chemicals.
After one hour, the test panels shall be rinsed with cold water and washed off with soap and

warm water at 150 « F (65 -C). The test effects

b. The resultant finish shall pass the test with no effect other than a slight discoloration or
change of gloss, or temporary softening of film, with no loss of adhesion and no loss of film
protection.

Physical Tests: Completed finish shall be resistant to the  following physical test:

1. Adhesion and Flexibility - Finish shall have tape adhesion rating of 5B (no paint removed).

2. Hardness - Finish shall have hard surface equivalent to gouge rating of 2H and a scratch rating of
F.

. Plastic Laminate: Comply with the requirements of "Publication No. LD-75mm by the National
Electrical Manufacturer's Association (NEMA) for the following:

1. Horizontal - General purpose type high pressure plastic laminate, 1.14mm (0.045") thickness,
crystal finish.

2. Vertical - Melamine/Laminate, suede finish.
3. Surface Finish: Low reflective
4, Color: Refer to Section 09000, INTERIOR FINISH LEGEND.

Plastic Laminate Adhesive: High pressure plastic laminate shall be bonded to core under pressure
with a cold setting adhesive that is resistant to deterioration or delamination from exposure to water,
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organic solvents or heat. Laminate under conditions recommended by manufacturer.

. Core Material for Plastic Laminates: Laminates shall be shop-bonded to smooth sanded core materials

of 5 ply hardwood faced plywood, type 11-BD, or phenolic resin bonded Particleboard. Thicknesses of
core material shall be as indicated in this section. Particleboard core material shall have the following
properties when tested in accordance with ASTM D1037.

Density 20 kg./cu. m
Modulus of Rupture 23097 kPa
Modulus of Elasticity 3447380 kPa
Internal Bond Str. 758 kPa
Screw holding, face 2413 kPa

2.3 MEDICAL CASEWORK:

A.

Slim-Line Design: Metal casework shall be of slim-line design. Doors and drawers shall have fronts
in same plane as exterior case members.

Quality: Metal casework shall be constructed in accordance with the best practice of the metal
casework industry. First class quality casework shall be established by use of proper machinery, tools,
dies, fixtures, and skilled workmanship such that the fit of doors and drawers shall allow vertical and
horizontal openings of minimal tolerance.

Construction: Each unit shall be a completely welded structure and shall not require additional parts
such as applied panels at ends, backs, or bottom. All cases shall be rigid and self-supporting for use
interchangeably in an assembly of cases or for individual use and allow relocation at any time.

All units shall be of flush-front construction spot and arc welded with heavy backup gusset
reinforcement at exterior corners. Case openings shall be rabbeted to provide a dust resistant case.
All units shall have backs except top portion at sink cabinets.

All units shall have cleanable flush interiors. Front and rear posts, reinforcing members, or channel
uprights shall be enclosed full height or width of unit and at both ends. Bottom shall be formed for
easy cleaning. Perforations for shelf adjustment shall be internal and space behind shelf clip holes
shall be completely enclosed.

Removable back in cupboard base units: Removable back in cupboard base units shall be one-piece
construction, formed on four sides for rigidity, removable without the use of tools, and shall be full
height between top back rail and case bottom. It shall be full width between end panels or between
end panel and intermediate back vertical post.

Fixed back panel for wall and upper cases shall be multiple formed for strength.

Metal gauges: Metal used in the construction of cases shall be of the following minimum gauges:

1. Cabinet Shell- 18 gauge.

2. Steel bottom frames 16-gauge.

3. Steel base - 16 gauge.
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3. Adjustable shelving - 18 gauge.

Undercounter, and wall cases shall be constructed as follows:

1.

End panels shall be formed to provide rigidity and strength and to prevent racking or case
distortion. Adjustments for shelves to be 25mm maximum on center.

Bottom and top shall be one-piece construction.

Doors and drawers shall fit flush within case and not overlap case ends, top, or bottom.
Reinforcement to be provided at all front corners for additional welded strength between vertical
and horizontal case members.

Floor-mounted cabinets shall be provided with a 100mm high by 75mm toe space, properly
reinforced, with adjusting glide at each corner (L0mm minimum diameter). Leveling glides shall
be accessible through bottom by means of flush fitting snap-on covers. Provide one in each
corner.

Drawers in cases:

1.

Drawers in cases are to be modular in height to allow interchangability for drawers in the same
width of cases.

Drawer bodies shall be made in one-piece molded polystyrene construction with rounded corners
including the bottom, two sides, back, and inner front. Drawers shall lock open when in full open
position and shall have self-closing feature such that it will roll into case when opened a nominal
125mm.

All top edges shall be formed for strength and to provide a convenient hand-holding position if
drawer is removed. Drawer front shall be melamine covered vinyl clad construction with
melamine back laminated to MDF board, 20mm thick . Drawers shall be removable without the
use of tools. Drawers shall be provided with renewable rubber bumpers for cushioned closing.
Friction centering devices not acceptable.

Drawer suspension shall be heavy-duty with coved raceways for self-centering of drawer. Drawer
run with coved raceways to be welded to drawer body. Case channel with coved raceways to be
fastened to case with screws. Drawers shall have rounded nylon tired, ball-bearing rollers which
fit raceways of drawer suspension. File drawers shall have full extension slides for full access and
operation.

. Doors in Casework:

1. Solid doors shall be melamine covered vinyl clad front construction with melamine back

laminated to MDF board, 20mm thick. All interior surfaces to be painted before assembly. Door
to be sound deadened on interior. Sound-deadening material shall be applied to both inner and
outer door panels with structural sound-deadening material between for maximum sound
deadening and extra rigidity. Doors shall be provided with concealed reinforcements, channel
form for full height of door panel and offset type at hinges and locks or catches. Door shall
support a weight of 200 Ibs., suspended at top outer edge, without sagging.
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L.

2. Hinged doors to have hinges as specified in this section, the quantity of hinges on each door shall
be as specified in this section. Door closing action to be against rubber bumpers.

All removable shelves shall be adjustable on 25mm centers maximum. Shelves shall have four sides
formed down 20mm and front and back returns formed 13mm minimum. Shelves over 900mm wide
or 400mm deep to have welded full width hat channel reinforcement.

. Removable filler panels (or closure panels) shall be installed at exposed-to-view areas, between back

of cabinets and walls, at knee openings, and in any other areas necessary to enclose gaps. At knee
openings, install closure panel between knee space and service strip. Provide cutout to accept recessed
electrical devices or service fittings where indicated. Filler and closure panels to match adjacent units
in material, design and finish.

2.4 VERTICAL SUPPORT FRAME ABOVE COUNTER CASEWORK SUPPORT SYSTEM:

A.

J.

Provide system designed to support and contain wall cabinets and adjustable shelving, and electrical
raceway system.

System shall permit and provide for horizontal movement, positioning, removal, relocation and
reinsertion of wall cabinets without the use of special tools.

Cabinet fastening devices shall be designed so that cabinets cannot accidentally release from the
framing system. Such devices shall operate so that cabinets can be easily released without disturbing
cabinet contents and without the use of special tools.

Cabinetry maximum height shall be 2337 mm above the floor.

Vertical framing members shall be removable without the use of special tools. The frames shall
permit the use of commercial pipe support and hanger devices below the counter

Base cabinet backs shall be flush and smooth, finished the same as sides and fronts.

Framing system to be designed for heavy duty usage and capable of supporting 100 Ibs. per linear foot
of shelving.

Steel tubing, formed members and reinforcing used in the framing system shall be 11 gauge minimum,
cold rolled steel with slotted standards on the front facing side.

Connecting bolts, nuts and washers shall be zinc plated with bolts 10mm diameter, minimum.

2.5 HARDWARE

A.

B.

All hardware, unless otherwise specified, shall be chrome plated.

Drawer and hinged door pulls shall be recessed and integrated front panel design; clear snap-on handle
with interchangeable vinyl color strips.

Door hinges shall be manufacturer’s standard Hettich, 110 + opening, concealed type. The number of
hinges per cabinet door shall be as follows:
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Number of Hinges
Door Height Per Door

0-900 mm 2
over 900 mm 3

D. Locks, where called for on Drawings, shall be heavy-duty cylinder type. Exposed portion of each lock
shall be black epoxy coated, with phosphor bronze spring and 5 pin tumblers allowing individually
locked cabinets master keyed as directed by the State Department. Two keys shall be furnished with
each keyed lock. Key shall be nickel silver and available from manufacturer only.

E. Adjustable shelf support clips shall be manufacturer’s standard reinforced nylon support clips..

F. Elbow catches: Elbow catches shall be cadmium plated and located on the left-hand door of double
door units when locks are required.

2.6 COUNTER, AND DESK TOPS - CURBING AND BACKSPLASHES:

A. General Configuration: All counter and desk tops shall be 25mm thick unless shown otherwise inthe
drawings or indicated herein. All exposed edges shall be finished with the same material as the top.

B. Curbing and Backsplashes:

1. All counter tops adjacent to walls shall have a 100 mm high x 20 mm thick curbing at rear and
end walls, unless shown otherwise. . Provide all additional curbing as shown on drawings.

C. Plastic Laminate Tops (PL):

1. Plastic laminate tops shall be of core material as specified in this section 20 mm thick, laminated
on the exposed surface with chemical resistant, general purpose high pressure plastic laminate,
GP-50, build-up exposed edges of top to 31mm thickness. Laminate edges of top with the same
material and color as exposed top.

D. Plastic Laminate Back and End Splashes:

1. Plastic laminate back and end splashes shall be of core material as specified in this section, 20mm
thick laminated on all sides and edges with material and color to match countertop. Unexposed
edges may be laminated with backer BK-50. All back splashes and end splashes shall be 200 mm
high unless shown otherwise on the drawings. Seal between splashes and countertop and between
splashes with chemically resistant sealant in such a way as to prevent moisture or chemicals from
contacting laminate edge joint on splashes. Minimize quantity of sealant on exposed surface to
maintain clean appearance.

2.7 SINKS:
A. Sink Bowls - Stainless Steel:
1. Sink bowls shall be fabricated of #16 USS gauge stainless steel, Type 304. Bowl shall be
seamless drawn in one piece, and at no point thinner than the gauge indicated. Bottom shall pitch

toward a cutout for drain. All corners in the sink bowl, horizontal and vertical, shall be rounded to
a 45mm radius. Sink bowl shall be self-rimming and have integral ledge punched for deck

mounted supply fittings. Edge between flange and sides of sink bowl shall be rounded to 10mm
radius. Sinks shall be sound deadened on underside. Furnish all necessary mounting devices.

2. Furnish stainless steel sinks complete with flat-type sink outlet with plug stopper, locknut and
tailpiece, all stainless steel. Furnish sinks with stainless steel overflow tube to fit outlet furnished,
50 mm less in height than the depth of the sink. Where disposals are indicated, furnish sink with
outlet opening to accommodate specified disposal in lieu of outlet accessories above.

2.8 FAUCETS

A.

Faucet shall be an 89 mm gooseneck type with wristblade handle. Unless otherwise specified
herein, plumbing connections shall be by others as specified in Division 16.

PART 3 -EXECUTION

3.1 CASEWORKINSTALLATION:

A.

Install plumb, level, true and straight with no distortions. Shim as required, using concealed shims.
Where casework abuts other finished work, scribe and apply filler strips for accurate fit with fasteners
concealed where practicable.

Base Cabinets: Set cabinets straight, plumb, and level. Adjust sub-tops within 2mm of a single plane.
Fasten each individual cabinet to floor at toe space, with fasteners spaced 1200 mm o.c. Bolt
continuous cabinets together. Secure individual cabinets with not less than 2 fasteners into floor,
where they do not adjoin other cabinets.

Where required, assemble units into one integral unit with joints flush, tight, and uniform. Align
similar adjoining doors and drawers to a tolerance of 2mm.

Wall Cabinets: Securely fasten to solid supporting material, not plaster, lath, or wallboard. Anchor,
adjust, and align wall cabinets as specified for base cabinets.

1. Reinforcement of stud walls to support wall-mounted cabinets will be done during wall erection
by trade involved, but responsibility for accurate location and sizing of reinforcement is part of
this work.

Adjust casework and hardware so that doors and drawers operate smoothly without warp or bind.
Lubricate operating hardware as recommended by manufacturer.

3.2 INSTALLATION OF TOPS:

A. Field Jointing: Where practicable, make in same manner as factory jointing using dowels, splines,

C.

adhesives, and fasteners recommended by manufacturer. Locate field joints as shown on accepted
shop drawings, factory prepared so there is no job site processing of top and edge surfaces.

Fastenings: Use concealed clamping devices for field joints. Tighten in accordance with
manufacturer's instructions to exert a constant, heavy clamping pressure at joints. Secure tops to
cabinets with "Z"-type fasteners or equivalent, using 2 or more fasteners at each front, end, and back.

Workmanship: Abuttop and edge surfaces in one true plane, with internal supports placed to prevent
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any deflection. Provide flush hairline joints in top units using clamping devices.

After installation, carefully dress joints smooth, remove any surface scratches, clean and polish entire
surface.

Provide all holes and cut outs as required for build-in equipment and mechanical and electrical service
fixtures. Verify size of opening with actual size of equipment to be used, prior to making openings.
Form inside corners to a radius of not less than 3mm. After sawing, rout and file cutouts to ensure
smooth, crack-free edges. After cutting, seal exposed edges with water-proofing material
recommended by the manufacturer.

Provide scribe moldings for closures at junctures of top, curb and splash with walls as recommended
by manufacturer for materials involved. Use chemical resistant, permanently elastic sealing compound
where recommended by manufacturer.

3.3 INSTALLATION OF ACCESSORIES:

A.

Install in a precise manner in accordance with manufacturer's directions. Turn screws to a flat seat; do
not drive. Adjust moving parts to operate freely without excessive bind.

3.4 CLEANING AND PROTECTION_

A.

Repair or remove and replace defective work as directed upon completion of installation.

Clean shop-finished surfaces, touch-up as required, and remove or refinish damaged or soiled areas, as
acceptable to Project Director.

Clean casework on exposed and semi-exposed surfaces.

Protection: Advise Contractor of procedures and precautions for protection of materials and installed
casework and fixtures from damage by work of other trades.

Provide a manual/instructions for the care and cleaning of work tops.

3.5 JOB CONDITIONS FOR PLASTIC LAMINATE

A

Conditioning: Installer shall advise Contractor of temperature and humidity requirements for
casework installation areas. Do not install items until required temperature and relative humidity have
been stabilized and will be maintained in installation areas.

Maintain temperature and humidity in installation area as required to maintain moisture content of
installed work within a 1.0 percent tolerance of optimum moisture content, from date of installation
through remainder of construction period. The manufacturer of casework shall determine optimum
moisture content and required temperature and humidity conditions.
