Camp Singo Food Services Statement of Work and Instruction to Offerors 
 
1. Description of Services  

The U.S. Government requires catering services at a camping facility within the Singo Military Base, located 

approximately 2 hours drive North West of Kampala. The Contractor shall be responsible for all transportation,
