DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT 

1.  WORK REQUIREMENTS 

1.1 General:  The contractor shall provide services for the moving of furniture and 

appliances (connection and disconnection of the electrical/gas appliances to be 

performed by Embassy personnel) from and to the American Embassy’s warehouse, 

located at 37a Dovbusha St. to and from Embassy private leases, residences and offices 

mainly located in Kyiv area. 

The contractor shall furnish all managerial, administrative, direct labor personnel, 

materials and transportation that are necessary to accomplish all work as required by 

this contract. Contractor employees shall be on site only for performance of contractual 

duties and not for other business purposes. Performance requirements for required work 

are described below. 

 

1.2 Personnel: The contractor shall ensure that all personnel assigned to this 

contract possess the skills and experience necessary for accomplishing their individual 

tasks. 

2.  WORK SCHEDULE 

The contractor agrees that he shall execute each individual order with a minimum delay 

of TWO days after the receipt of a written advance notice from the Embassy.  The 

contractor will further fully respect all work schedules established between the 

Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) and the contractor.  In case the contractor 

fails to respect the work schedule indicated above, he shall be liable to reimburse the 

Government, except for delays caused by the Government, or due to events over which 

the contractor has no control (e.g. Acts of God, strikes, civil turmoil,...). 

3.  MANAGEMENT AND SUPERVISION 

3.1.  Management:  The contractor shall designate a Project Manager who shall be 

responsible for handling all business with the Embassy. 

3.2.  Supervision:  This Project Manager shall be responsible for the on-site 

supervision of contractor’s work force during all times that services are being delivered 

under this contract. This person shall be the focal point for the contractor and shall act 

as liaison between the US Embassy personnel. He shall have sufficient English 

language skill to be able to communicate with members of the US Embassy staff. 

3.3.  Quality Control:  Shall be the responsibility of the contractor.  The contractor 

shall perform inspection visits to the work site on a regular basis.  Inspection visits shall 

be surprise inspections to those working on the contract. 

3.4  Schedules: The schedules shall take into consideration the hours that the staff can 

effectively perform their services.  Contractor personnel shall coordinate break times 

not to take place with half-loaded or fully loaded vehicles, but with empty vehicles. 

3.5  Safety:  The Contractor shall be responsible for work site safety during the moves. 

3.6.  Professional Bearing and Courtesy: All contractor employees shall: 

 

 Be courteous at all times; 



 Arrive at the work site promptly at the scheduled time with materials necessary 

to properly complete the job; 

 Present credentials identifying themselves as employees of the company; 

 Refer any irresolvable questions to the COR; 

 

The contractor’s employees shall not at any time: 

 smoke in the client’s facility or residences; 

 arrive at the facility or residences under the influence of drugs or alcohol, or even 

with alcohol on the breath; 

 drink alcoholic beverages on the job, even if offered; 

 use the client’s bathroom or towels without permission; 

 engage in prolonged discussion or argument regarding the job; 

 perform any work for the client not specified in this contract; or 

 request or accept any articles or currency as a gratuity from the client for work 

performed under this contract. 

4.  SECURITY CLEARANCE 

The contractor shall provide the names, biographic data and police clearance on all 

contractor personnel who shall be used on this contract prior to their utilization. Upon 

approval of their utilization, the Government shall issue identity cards to contractor 

personnel, each of whom shall display his/her card(s) on the uniform at all times while 

on Government property or while on duty at private residences. These identity cards are 

the property of the Government and the contractor is responsible for their return upon 

expiration of the contract, when an employee leaves contractor service, or at the request 

of the Government. 

 

Depending upon the outcome of the investigation, the Government reserves the right to 

deny access to US owned or US operated facilities to any individual. 

5.  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED MATERIALS

(2) Refusing, or requiring any U.S. person to refuse to employ or otherwise 

discriminating against any person on the basis of race, religion, sex, or 

national origin of that person or of any owner, officer, director, or employee 

of such person; 

(3) Furnishing information with respect to the race, religion, or national origin of 

any U.S. person or of any owner, officer, director, or employee of such U.S. 

person; 

(4) Furnishing information about whether any person has, has had, or proposes to 

have any business relationship (including a relationship by way of sale, 

purchase, legal or commercial representation, shipping or other transport, 

insurance, investment, or supply) with or in the State of Israel, with any 

business concern organized under the laws of the State of Israel, with any 

Israeli national or resident, or with any person which is known or believed to 

be restricted from having any business relationship with or in Israel; 

(5) Furnishing information about whether any person is a member of, has made 

contributions to, or is otherwise associated with or involved in the activities 

of any charitable or fraternal organization which supports the State of Israel; 

and, 

(6) Paying, honoring, confirming, or otherwise implementing a letter of credit 

which contains any condition or requirement against doing business with the 

State of Israel. 

(b) Under Section 8(a), the following types of activities are not forbidden ―compliance 

with the boycott,‖ and are therefore exempted from Section 8(a)'s prohibitions listed in 

paragraphs (a)(1)-(6) above: 

(1) Complying or agreeing to comply with requirements: 

(i) Prohibiting the import of goods or services from Israel or goods produced or 

services provided by any business concern organized under the laws of 

Israel or by nationals or residents of Israel; or,

the shipment; 

(2) Complying or agreeing to comply with import and shipping document 

requirements with respect to the country of origin, the name of the carrier and route 

of shipment, the name of the supplier of the shipment or the name of the provider of 

other services, except that no information knowingly furnished or conveyed in 

response to such requirements may be stated in negative, blacklisting, or similar 

exclusionary terms, other than with respect to carriers or route of shipments as may 

be permitted by such regulations in order to comply with precautionary 

requirements protecting against war risks and confiscation; 

(3) Complying or agreeing to comply in the normal course of business with the 

unilateral and specific selection by a boycotting country, or national or resident 

thereof, of carriers, insurance, suppliers of services to be performed within the 

boycotting country or specific goods which, in the normal course of business, are 

identifiable by source when imported into the boycotting country;
