In 2012, we celebrate the 20th Anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between the United States and Ukraine. This book - “Building a New
Country: My Story” - is an important part of the narrative of the last two decades as it tells the stories of people who were involved in US. Government-
sponsored exchange programs. These personal accounts show how the exchange experience changed the lives not just of these individual Ukrainians but of
their communities as well.

Over the last twenty years, almost 40,000 Ukrainians have had the opportunity to participate in some kind of an exchange program in the United States. For
the youth of today, international exchange and interaction seem natural and even inevitable, but back when exchanges began twenty years ago, the Cold War
still kept our two nations apart. The Americans and Ukrainians participating in the very first exchanges were often pioneers - they were the first to experience
brave new worlds which had once been defined as belonging to “the enemy.” Today’s globalized society has filled in many of these earlier gaps, but still the
value of exchange programs has not diminished.

Independent Ukraine is still a young country, with much work to be done. | thank those who have contributed to this book for sharing their experiences and
helping to show us how a new country is built, one person at a time.

United States as a Muskie Graduate Fellowship Program participant in 1992. Two years later | finished my studies in the US. and came back to my homeland.

The same year | came back to Ukraine | started to put my knowledge to work. | developed a project for the Eurasia Foundation and became an advisor to the Ukrainian
League of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs. | drafted laws and developed macroeconomic projects there. | was also an associate professor at several capital educational
institutions. | worked in the Cybernetics Institute, Kyiv Polytechnic Institute, Kyiv Mohyla Academy, and the International Christian University. While working there, | published
textbooks on Macroeconomics that are still used by thousands of students.

In 1999 Oleksandr Babanin and | organized a conference on the World Trade Organization (WTO). We thought our fellow citizens should know about the benefits of the WTO.
This global system lowers trade barriers through negotiation and applies the principle of non-discrimination. The results are reduced costs of production and reduced prices
of finished goods and services, and ultimately a lower cost of living. Ukraine finally did join the WTO in 2008.

A year after the conference | went to the US. again. | participated in the Contemporary Issues Program at the University of Mississippi, Oxford, and Princeton University.
| again obtained new knowledge that | wanted to share in my homeland, especially during the global crises. And in 2001, | organized a conference on the energy market
of Ukraine. Later | was one of the organizers of a conference on economic growth. | took part in the Civic Education Project and published textbooks on Finance and
Industrial Organization.

Now | am also the Head of the Department of the State Research Institute at the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade. | feel confident with what | am doing now. |
am glad that such cooperation between Ukraine and the U.S. is possible through exchange programs.

experience at the University of Georgia as a Fulbright Program Lecturer was exceptional. As a
researcher and practitioner | was engaged in a constructive dialogue to define methods of
controlling pollution and helped develop collaborative partnerships to generate testable
solutions and reduce environmental risks through a spectroscopic approach. This mission has
been successfully accomplished using thorough studies and multiple discussions. Another
significant research opportunity granted to me by the Research Foundation and Medical
College of Georgia, brought together leading experts on laser noninvasive monitoring of
glucose in the blood, thus uniting universities and scientific communities in advancing medical
research, professional development and, ultimately, public health.

Creating UBA, my adherents and | intended to unite representatives of different fields of
law and of diverse practice areas, to improve the quality and standards of the legal profession to facilitate its rapid development. In a year, UBA numbered 500 members and its partners were
the largest and most influential law firms of Ukraine: Vasil Kisil & Partners, Magister & Partners, Konnov & Sozanovsky, Shevchenko Didkovsky and Partners. | was elected twice as UBA
president. | was in charge of the organization from 2002 to 2007, and during that time, the Association succeeded in uniting representatives of all legal professions, gained respect not only in
Ukraine but also abroad, and became the most dynamic and active professional law association in Ukraine. In 2008, | was elected as Honorary President of the Association. | believe my greatest
achievements are still ahead of me, | need to go forward and the most important thing is not to give up. | hope my biggest dream - a successful Ukraine, and happy Ukrainians — will come true.

personal "Discovery of America" took place in August 1999. | successfully passed the competition for the Regional Scholarship Exchange Program and for six months
did my research in the Department of Philosophy at Colorado State University. At that time | was also working on my thesis in Ukraine and that is why my main task in the
United States was to work with English literature and discuss my research with my US. colleagues.

| was extremely impressed with American hospitality, their high intellectual level, a real openness to dialogue and cooperation. After coming back to Ukraine | planned to
defend my thesis, but because | had this unique experience in a foreign university, | received an offer to become the head of the International Relations Department of the
Ukrainian Academy of Banking in Sumy. | launched a program for student exchange there and created a system for informing students about current training opportunities
and internships abroad.

Eventually, | decided to get back to academic work and in 2002 | successfully defended my thesis at the Philosophy Department of Shevchenko Kyiv National University. |
remember my colleagues were genuinely impressed by the number of previously unknown foreign sources | quoted in my work.

Feeling a desire to continue my dialogue with my US. colleagues, in 2003-2004, | became a participant of the Fulbright Junior Faculty Development Program. At that time | was
enrolled into one of the best American Universities - Brown University in Providence, RI. The whole year | felt that | conducted my research in one of the world's best centers in
the humanities and social sciences. Having successfully graduated from the program, | became an Assistant Professor of Sociology at the National Aviation University in Kyiv.
My main task was to develop courses in the Social Sciences in English. Later | became the coordinator of the International Center for English Education in the National Aviation
University. | invited American professionals to teach classes at this university and organized a round table "The Phenomenon of English Education in the Modern World."

In 2007, | became a doctoral student and a Senior Research Fellow at the Institute of Higher Education of the National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine. The feeling
that | can help reform the national education system is largely based on my American experience. Academic relations with foreign professors, my professional communication
skills and the knowledge of Western literature help me greatly now. In 2008-2009, | initiated the project "Implementation of Western Academic Standards in Post-Soviet
Countries" and conducted an international scientific conference. Now | am Coordinator of the project "The Internationalization of the Post- Soviet University."

I am a global citizen with a Ukrainian passport. After three years of International Management Master's studies at the National Technical University of Ukraine in Kyiv | partici-
pated in the Freedom Support Act (FSA) Undergraduate Program and won a chance to go for one year of study to the US.. My home for 2000/2001 became Western Kentucky
University in Bowling Green, Kentucky. With a population of 50, 000 and famous for its factory of Corvette sports cars, it was hardly a city as seen on TV screens, like the high-rise
buildings of Manhattan or the sunny beaches of Santa Fe, but rather it was a rural area with farms and cottages.

I was surprised when | discovered that the U.S. educational system is more focused than that of Ukraine. In the US. | was able to pick specific courses of business and politics that
| always wanted to take, but would not have had a chance to otherwise. In the US. | was also happy to be socially connected with people of other nations. | was able to make
friends with people from about 10 different nations. | am still in touch with some of them today.

Upon completion of my program and having other international experience, | was able to land full-time, long term work in Prague, Czech Republic. | worked at one of America’s
largest IT corporations — SUN Microsystems as a Project Manager and managed a team of approximately 130 employees.

Living in Montana was an unforgettable experience for me as a teacher and as a person. Among other presentations on
civic education which struck me, | really liked the interactive seminar on women and leadership. | was listening to the
presenters and | was thinking it is a pity that this issue is poorly addressed in Ukraine. | decided to make my own contri-
bution to tackling this problem. Having returned to Ukraine, | frequently participated in gender-related seminars and
trainings organized by the Alumni Resource Center and even made several presentations at the annual conference
“Women in Business’.
| started working at the Kyiv office of the International Republican Institute in 2008. At first, | was responsible just for

interpreting, but very soon | became a coordinator of the IRl women’s program. | began creating a Ukrainian chapter of the Women Democracy Network (WDN). Finally

| saw the same attitude to gender issues as | saw in the US. | took part in the WDN international conference “Coalesce for Success” in Vilnius in the Summer of 2010. Our

Ukrainian team had an excellent chance to share our experience with women from Georgia, Belarus, Moldova, Russia and Lithuania and get better insight into how to

start a country chapter and consolidate our efforts for a common cause. After organizing several meetings with women activists, we established a WDN Ukraine chapter

on February 1,2011.

Later on, | also organized an interactive training for our women on Strategic Planning which helped us immeasurably in creating our strategic plan for the next year. Our

long-term goal is to conduct an advocacy campaign to introduce gender quotas for the Ukrainian Parliament. Someone will probably say it is not feasible and it may look

like trying to fly to the moon. No one expected it to be an easy task though, and | am sure we will succeed.

Later on | made an attempt of holding this Mock Trial in my class,
mainly at my discussion club session! It turned out to be fabulous! As feedback from our studies each of the TEA members had to invent a lesson of his (her) own in order to
incorporate all those things presented to us by the American teachers. | incorporated Respect for Tolerance and Diversity in the topic "WE ARE THE WORLD, WE ARE THE

CHILDREN". 1 tried to show how united we are, each of us ought to be friendly, cooperative, respectful and benevolent towards other people - that was the gist of my lesson.

And | gave the same lesson to the teachers of our city and region. The TEA program gives a splendid chance to climb one more step in one's professional development, to

enhance knowledge of English and to promote oneself as a personality and a citizen of a democratic society. Now I'm an organizer and coordinator of the school Euroclub.

Surely, my experience in the US. helped me in leading this non-governmental organization. Our students keep up correspondence with schoolchildren from Sioux Falls, SD, as

But knowing that you are doing the right thing can make
miracles. That comment only reassured me that | am on the right track and that people need to be educated and led
by personal example. That is another thing that | learned in the U.S. One person can definitely make a difference. Today,
| am a regular blood donor and | am working to tell others about why this is so badly needed in Ukraine and encourag-
ing them to donate blood, through my own example.

The American
experience in creatig and developing educational consortia according to the
requirements of a demecratic society is a global value and should be spread to
many countries that are mQving toward democratic development. | am extremely
pleased that this was the target of my research and that | could apply what | found
to my homeland. The Americanexperience is especially important for the Ukrainian
educational system as some inte“tion between Ukrainian universities has already
begun on the regional level. After | came back from the US.,, | organized an interna-
tional scientific conference, "Higher cation Perspectives: The Role of Inter-
University Consortia" in 2004. | wanted %o promote the idea of inter-institutional
cooperation in Ukraine, using the U.S. acadeic consortia experience as a basis. 135
participants from six different countries tox\part in the conference. | was pleased
with the outcome.

| can see that Ukraine has gained some experience in creating academic consortia. Ukrainian universities are integrating on some levels within the framework of educational
reform. However, an analysis of the current situation in Ukrainian education shows that the idea of interuniversity cooperation still has many obstacles. There is no solidarity
between university presidents. They, on the one hand, understand that integration is necessary and, on the other hand, often obstruct academic union as they are afraid to lose
power. | am sure that the positive examples of efficiently functioning academic consortia in the US. could radically improve the principles of group behavior in the sphere of
interuniversity cooperation in Ukraine. | myself will continue working in that direction and will try to change this situation for better.

2004 the Muskie Program gave me the possibility to receive advanced
knowledge of law and an overview of the US. justice system. During my fellowship |
studied human rights law which gave me the additional knowledge on the protec-
tion of human rights by international treaties. All of this knowledge | use in my public
activity and it gives me a better understanding of the direction to take to help
develop the situation in Ukraine.

Recently, | was elected to the position of Director of the Regional Public Charitable
Foundation “Law and Democracy.” It is a Ukrainian non-governmental organization
engaged in the protection of Human Rights. We take an active part in the process of
cooperation between NGOs and state and local government authorities. The Founda-
tion works closely with a committee of the Verhovna Rada of Ukraine and the Court
Administration of Ukraine. We, as independent experts from civil society, provide
people with an unbiased view on the accessibility of the judicial system based on our
monitoring activity.

In March, 2011, |, together with the Center for European Integration, conducted a
series of seminars related to the amendment to the law on anticorruption. The main
issue of these seminars was to define the direction for new legal regulations of
anticorruption legislation. As a result, we found that people who are engaged in the
legislative process do not have enough knowledge and skills to prepare highly
efficient legislative acts especially at the local level.

Being a public leader | pay special attention to the current situation on the protec-
tion of human rights in Ukraine. | believe that an NGO movement with democratic
principles in Ukraine allows for the possibility to develop civil society in Ukraine.

My do people from my country want to benefit from Ukraine, but don't want to do
anything for its development? Why do people not want to volunteer? | asked myself
these questions again and again when | lived in the United States. | got a chance to
study in America with the FLEX Program and | had my life changed after coming
back home because | already had a goal. | wanted to change the situation in my
native country.

In the US., | saw how people want to help their own country, how citizens strive to
work and sacrifice for their motherland. | was surprised that Ukrainians don’'t do the
same. | was deeply absorbed with the idea to change this situation, to come back
home, to become an active community leader and to work on the development of
democratic society in my homeland. After coming back from the US. | became a
student at Ivan Franko National University in Lviv. | also started working at the
non-profit organization “Young Power”. In three months, | became Vice-President and
in a year | became the President of this organization. At the same time | started to
work at the Youth Department of the Party of Industrialists and Entrepreneurs of
Ukraine. Working at an NGO and a political party, | gained great experience both in
NGO management and party- building processes.

These professional activities were valued by the International Visegrad Fund, which
granted me a scholarship to study at one of the best European schools: Charles
University in Prague, Czech Republic, where | received a Master's Degree in Interna-
tional Economic and Political Studies. Later, | was offered the position of
Vice-Chairman of the Lviv regional organization of the political party Ridna Vitchyzna
(“Native Homeland”) and the Chairman of its youth department. | worked on projects
not only in Ukraine, but also in Prague, Czech Republic. | initiated a series of presen-
tations of Ukraine at Charles University. At the same time | ran for the regional
council of Lviv Oblast (Lvivska Oblasna Rada). | placed fourth out of 13 candidates.
More than a thousand people voted for me and | believe this is a great result for a
23 year old young leader.

| was an exchange student at the State University of New York in Oswego majoring in
American Studies. | spent an incredible year there and will remember it my whole life.
My interest in civil society organizations led me to a summer internship at the National
Association of Anorexia Nervosa and Associated Disorders (ANAD) - one of the oldest
eating disorder charities in the U.S.. Coming back to Ukraine, | was determined to bring
the topic of eating disorders into the light of public attention. Drawing upon my ANAD
experience, | designed and implemented the project “Education (Eating Disorder
Education).” | received my first Alumni Grant for this project, including a series of
preventive workshops, for school girls in my home city Lviv. Because of the resonance
it created, | decided to continue the awareness raising effort by officially registering a
non-profit in Kyiv where | moved to study social work. That is how in April 2010 |
co-founded and became the President of the women’s organization “Your Dimension.”

experience gained in the USS. convinced me and my colleagues - leaders of the Schools of Art of the city of Zhytomyr
and the Zhytomyr region - of the ability of experts to influence the cultural life of the community. To bring our ideas to
strengthen the cultural politics of the region, we created the Zhytomyr regional public organization "Association of the
United Arts" 2010. The Association includes executives of art schools of the city of Zhytomyr and Zhytomyr region who,
in 2007, worked in the United States (North Carolina) on "Activities and Development of Art Schools." The purpose of the
organization is to develop and implement socially significant projects in the fields of culture, art, art education; the
promotion of self-realization of creative youth and experienced professionals and the protection of their professional
interests; establishment of a strong creative community in the region; holding cultural, educational and artistic events.
The Association took part in the organization of the first and second International Scientific Conference "Modern Music in
the Modern World" within the international festival of contemporary academic music "Zhytomyr Music Spring" in honor
of O. Stetsyuk in April 2010 and May 2011.

We also established cooperation with Ukrainian and international institutions and organizations working in the area of
culture and art. Now the Association is developing joint artistic events with the Latvian organization «TotaldobzZe» as
part of the "Tandem" project, which is implemented by European and Ukrainian cultural institutions.

Eing aresearcher in the US. helped me greatly in my scientific work in Ukraine. | was
a Researcher at lowa State University Neonatology Department. | took part in the
Fulbright Scholar Program.

The university clinic at lowa University in lowa City is one of the biggest training
bases among public universities in the United States. This is an exceptional educa-
tional base with unique equipment. The subject of my research there was the
prevention of neonatal sepsis by implementing prevention strategies against group
B streptococcus for pregnant women.

| did not start my research right away though. For almost two months, | was trying
to adapt to American society, which was very unusual for me. | also spent a lot of
time on "legalizing” my physicians’s qualifications. | am still sorry that | had little legal
access to many resources and documents that | was very interested in both as a
doctor and a scientist. | was not able to access the records of patients and did not
have the possibility to take part in a number of medical procedures and monitoring
processes. Unfortunately, some restrictions in the American health care system
apply to foreign experts. So when | understood how things worked in my depart-
ment, | tried to adapt to the existing conditions and slightly changed the direction of
my research. But all these obstacles did not reduce the enormous volume of
information and knowledge | gained during my stay in the US.

After coming back to Ukraine | wrote a monograph "Prenatal Infection Caused by
Group B Streptococcus'”. There | wrote about the research | conducted in the US. My
monograph became the basis of training programs for interns and college students.

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the fall of 2007, as a film and television director, | participated in the International Visitors Leadership Program and went to the United States. The five other participants
in the program, who also work in cinematography, and | went all around the US. - from Washington, D.C. to Los Angeles. We observed the film industry there, beginning with
small production studios to Hollywood. We received new knowledge, met interesting people and attended unusual events. The experience was priceless. In America, |
realized that the average person devotes a part of his or her own free time to the community. One can donate twenty dollars to the needs of the national museum or to
keep his or her street clean. | very much like this lifestyle and | decided to live in Ukraine this way as well. Because | am in the film business, | decided that | would direct
my energy to reforming the cinema industry.
| was amazed by the approach some states take to attract the film industry. For example, New Mexico is not the richest or the brightest state. They have California, rich
with Hollywood, as a neighbor. But the governor, Bill Richardson, suggested positioning the state as an alternative to successful Hollywood. He created all the conditions
necessary for California filmmakers to benefit from filming in the capital of New Mexico - Santa Fe. Thus, in 2003 in New Mexico the investment in movie making was 40
million dollars. In 2007, this number increased to 1.4 billion dollars. That was how a big, alternative film industry appeared in only four years. The situation in Ukraine is
similar to the situation in New Mexico. We have a Russian movie industry close to us and it can also be considered a local Hollywood. Ukraine could, and should, position
itself as New Mexico does - as an alternative. Taking into consideration the number of movies from Russia on the Ukrainian market, we have to implement a system
of motivation for the cinema industry.
This thought nudged me. At first, | wrote about this to the Department of Cinematography in the Ministry of Culture. They listened to me attentively, thanked me
and... that was it. Then | went to the Public Affairs Section of the US. Embassy in Ukraine and they supported my ideas. We organized a round table, where
representatives of Ukrainian cinematography discussed the current situation. We even managed to sign a memorandum. We also had a video conference between
film producers from Ohio and the Association of Producers of Ukraine. Recently | again presented the system of motivation for the cinema industry to the First
Vice-Prime Minister of Ukraine Andriy Klyuyev. On March 16, 2010, the President of Ukraine signed the Law on “Amendments to the Law of Ukraine on Cinematogra-
phy and Other Laws of Ukraine to Support National Film Production.” However, this is only one part of the process of reforming the cinema industry. From my side
| am doing everything | can. Now | am making a short film in the project "Ukraine, Goodbye" without any financial support. | consider it socially and artistically
significant and necessary. | think my main success story is still being written. | am sure | need to move forward though. And if it were not for my trip to the US.,,
the law mentioned above probably would not have been signed and my film "No GMO" would not have been made.

udying at the University of Missouri in St. Louis made me think about the area of my academic interest a bit differently.

In 2007-2008, | went to the US. with the Global Undergraduate Exchange Program. | studied mass communication and
media there.

After studying in US., | became more interested in blending communication technologies with seminars and other
activities. Upon my return home, | decided to implement a campaign of human rights advocacy in Eastern Ukraine. |
thought | had enough experience to do that since | had participated in numerous leadership schools and workshop on
different topics. | am from Eastern Ukraine myself - from the city of Horlivka in Donetsk region — and | know the problems
of this area from my own experience. We have a low level of tolerance for differences here. Xenophobia is an issue still to
be solved as well.

In July of 2011, I organized a debate tournament “Know Your Rights” with a training program on human rights given by
experts, including a Peace Corps Volunteer and a representative of the Youth Human Rights Movement. | met debate
participants virtually before | met them in real life. We had a two-month correspondence online and became good friends
before we met in my native Horlivka. The participants wanted to organize campaigns on their own in the future and our
activities helped them to see how they could do this. | hope those active young people who spent three days with us will
help encourage the idea of a world in which everyone has equal rights in the nearest future.

lowa. My trip to the United States made me review my life views and made me
trust in myself even more.

In 2008, in Ukraine | initiated the simplification of the discriminatory article #
320 of the Ukrainian Code of Administrative Offences and the Parliament took
this into consideration. Two years later, | took part in seminars organized by the
Council of Europe. The seminars “On the Protection of Human Rights and Funda-
mental Freedoms” were about human rights guaranteed by the European
Convention. In the fall of the same year, as chairman of a human rights organiza-
tion, | addressed the Parliament of Ukraine at a public hearing and reported on
the problems of gender policy and discrimination in Ukraine.

| would like to emphasize that our human rights organization is working
without any support from the state and without any grants for over six months
now. This fact somewhat complicates the process of creating an international
organization that would deal with corruption and violence against the individual.
We are unable to launch our own newspaper or create our own TV show.
However, we are already discussing combining our efforts with colleagues in
Europe and the CIS. They also want to build an international anti-corruption
advocacy organization.

| was able to achieve everything stated above because | attended seminars
organized by the US. Embassy's Public Affairs Section in the Kyiv Alumni
Resource Center. The experience | received in the U.S. with Congress, judges of
the U.S. Supreme Court, U.S. prosecutors and police in October 2007 also played
a significant role. Besides this, my open discussion with the U.S. Ambassador to
Ukraine William Taylor only strengthened my position on democracy and the rule
of law.

ong all of the educational institutions | visited when | was in the United States the
strongest impression was from a museum in Slippery Rock, Pennsylvania - the “Gallery
of Famous Alumni” in Wilmington Primary School. | went to US. in October of 2007 as
a participant of the “Open World” Program. Communicating and making friends with
American teachers and students | was lucky to learn a lot of new things. Now | am
using that in my work in Kyiv.

| was so excited about the idea of having a museum in secondary school that |
suggested that the Council of Secondary School #78 in Kyiv create a museum of
school history there. | thought it would be nice to open it before the school celebrates
its 70th anniversary. | saw a museum like this in Slippery Rock, where the Old Stone
House Museum is managed by the students and staff of the university's history
department. The institution holds not only the history of the university, but also the
history of Slippery Rock.

My suggestion was supported in Kyiv. Then, the hard work of students, teachers and
parents began. For seven months we gathered documents, memoirs of school alumni
and teachers and other materials. Each of the 38 classes of the school got a certain
task and students did their work with pleasure. The student government was active in
the research work as well. The Museum of School #78 History was opened on April 18,
2008. For our celebration we invited alumni, teachers, retired teachers, parents and
sponsors. Our first visitors were impressed by the materials we have in the museum
and by the stories told by the guides - all who are students. The museum is currently
working and constantly has new exhibits.

In 2010, | successfully
completed the e-course “Teaching English to Young Learners” offered by the University of Maryland, Baltimore County, English Language Center. | improved my knowledge
of teaching English to young learners, and learned how to write academic essays. Later on, | shared the knowledge and skills | gained with teachers in my school, town and
region. For outstanding performance in the online course, | was selected to attend the Summer 2011 Institute, the E-Teacher Professional Development Workshop at the
UMBC. The culmination of the project was an e-teacher online conference held at UMBC that gave hundreds of others the chance to join in the discussion remotely.

After coming back home, | continued sharing my experience with other teachers during seminars and conferences, workshops and trainings. | became a teacher trainer
at the Lviv In-Service Teacher Training Institute. | have learned much about multiple intelligence, personal development, and leadership. | am proud that | promote
changes in my educational environment. As different people react to change differently, | try to focus on teachers' needs. | give participants the chance to engage in
the ideas and to fully embrace them. Thus | make my workshops interactive and communicative.

As there is a growing tendency in our country to start teaching English to younger children, teachers need to upgrade their teaching skills in this field. Thus, |
developed a training course for Ukrainian teachers: "Teaching, Listening and Speaking to Young Learners". The course material is compiled from the US. Depart-
ment of State E-Teacher Scholarship Program course “Teaching English to Young Learners’. In addition, some content has been developed through the E-Teacher
Professional Development Workshop at UMBC. The course will be held at Lviv Regional In-Service Teacher Training Institute, Lviv, Ukraine as a part of teachers'
professional development.

All the trainings are highly beneficial for me as a teacher trainer, since the participants’ interest and enthusiasm show that everything | offer is in demand. English
language teachers have a constant need for new classroom materials as well as qualified methodological guidance. The U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Educa-
tional and Cultural Affairs provides both. U.S. Government-sponsored programs serve to exchange ideas and hold discussions. They are a great opportunity for
professional growth and a great facilitator in improving professional skills. And we, teachers, appreciate it very much.

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Mn | was heading to the United States in 2008, | did not realize what a tremendous

change was about to occur in my life. However, nine months later, when | stepped on
Ukrainian soil again, | knew that my life would never be the same. | returned a totally
transformed person, with broadened interests, boosted confidence, and bolder
dreams. | spent an incredible year in Utica College as a Global UGRAD Fellow.

When | came back from the US. | was eager to share my emotions with all the
members of my home community, especially with those who get few chances to
obtain international exposure. This wish urged me to conduct a project for the
students of the local boarding school for children with special needs. Together with
a group of volunteers, | organized Halloween and Thanksgiving celebrations for over
70 children. Not only did we share the history of the holidays, but we also engaged
the participants in active celebration. It was a great pleasure to see how enthusiasti-
cally the children were carving Jack O’Lanterns, learning to trick-or-treat in English,
and enjoying the traditional Thanksgiving turkey. However, it was even more
pleasant to realize that we managed not only to entertain and educate the kids, but
also to raise public awareness of the challenges and the talents of such children.
Through the coverage of the events in a local newspaper, we reminded the commu-
nity that the biggest need of such children is attention from society.

The experience of studying in the States has also given a huge impetus to my
professional development. Before | went to the US., | mainly envisioned myself as an
English teacher or a translator. However, when | came back, | realized that | wanted

. to gain insight into politics in order to learn how to improve my country. This urged

me to change my major and to pursue a master's degree in Political Science.
During the two years of my graduate studies, | often felt grateful for the experience
obtained in the U.S. Public speaking skills | had developed at Utica College helped me

: not only to convey my thoughts in class, but also to win the First Annual Public
. Speaking Contest at Kyiv-Mohyla Academy. Moreover, having conducted country
. presentations in the United States, | learned how to promote Ukraine abroad

effectively. This knowledge proved truly invaluable during a semester spent studying
in Germany, when | often had a chance to speak about Ukraine during seminars or
cultural events. Most importantly, the USS. experience has helped me find a job which
allows me to develop myself and develop my home country. In August 2011, | joined
the international non-profit organization PACT to work for the project “‘Ukraine
National Initiative to Enhance Reforms” (UNITER). The project aims to strengthen civil
society in Ukraine and is supported by USAID. Thus, three years ago, the American
people helped me transform my life. Now, | help them improve the lives of other
people in Ukraine. Since | came back from the States, my life has changed drastically
several times, and | am sure there are even more changes waiting ahead. However,
| have no fear of them. | know that the future may be challenging, but | also know
that the more demanding the task is, the more precious the results will be. The
academic year | spent in the US. taught me to think big and to be brave in reaching
my goals. | strongly believe that my American experience will always help me
contribute to the development of my community and my country.

me, the year 2008 was the beginning of a new turn in my career. | was made an extremely promising offer which | could not refuse. It was to study in the small town of
Manhattan, Kansas at Kansas State University. For me, someone from a small town where not many people travelled far from home or envisioned studying abroad, it was the
chance of a lifetime. At least that was how I looked at it at the time. From 2008 till 2009 | participated in the Edmund S. Muskie Graduate Fellowship Program and generally
achieved many goals that | set for myself. | chose all the electives myself. Thanks to the classes | took, which staged real-life situations that were practical in use; | had the
opportunity to step inside Manhattan City Hall. | watched how members of the city council solved land issues. | was impressed to see how open city planning documentation
was to the public. | was amazed to learn that citizens participate in decision-making on regional development. What | observed there highly contrasted with Ukrainian
practice. In Ukraine, as of 2009, access to the main urban planning document - The General Plan of the City — was limited, and usually bore the stamps “Restricted” and
“Confidential”.

After returning to Ukraine my colleagues from the Eastern Ukrainian Center for Civil Initiatives and | began a project to stop corruption in city planning. The first thing we
needed to do was to find out how accessible and available the general plans were to the public. We made the results a subject of public debate because they seemed appall-
ing to us. Along with an informational campaign our team carried out an advocacy campaign to change national legislation. As a result of our achievements the Security
Service of Ukraine turned down the law which made large-scale maps subjects of government secrets. In February 2011, the Ukrainian Parliament passed a law which ordered
the local government to publish general plans on the websites of local councils. Although the implementation of the newly approved legislation will take much work and
effort, we have already achieved our first significant results.

| am thankful to the program for giving me the opportunity to see from a different point of view how people live, manage their social ties, and interact to create a better
and more efficient society. This program is a chance for people to gain knowledge and experience in dealing with real events to implement better ways of living and working
together.

To help teachers to learn new
creative methods of teaching, my colleagues and | organize annual summer schools,
master classes and certified training throughout Ukraine. For example, over 150
teachers from different regions of Ukraine attended the seminar at Lviv Catholic
University. At the end of November, 2011, my co-author and | were pleased to learn
from the Ministry of Education that, based on our concept paper and innovative math
textbook, we won the Ukrainian mathematics grade 1-4 textbook competition.

The four books will be in use throughout Ukraine. | am grateful for the Fulbright
research opportunity that helped to improve primary education in Ukraine.

| am convinced that the geographic spread is very important for a project like this. Children in full families with their
caring parents have better access to resources than children in orphanages. Our project has provided additional oppor-
tunities for children who do not have such support in life.

2009 - 2010 | participated in the Hubert Humphrey Fellowship Program. | studied and researched Substance Abuse Prevention (SAP) at Virginia Commonwealth University
and other places in the US. I was lucky to live in Richmond, Virginia and enjoyed my year in the US. It definitely added to my professional and personal growth. After | returned
to Ukraine, | composed an evidence-based SAP program titled “Choice” and developed a manual for trainers. | also prepared a team of trainers and conducted a pilot project
at three Chernihiv schools. In April 2011, there were “Choice” graduation lessons at Chernihiv Schools 1, 3 and 20. Lyudmila Herashchenko, the Principal of School #1, said that
in more than 20 years of her management “Choice” was among the most interesting programs and activities designed and implemented for children at the school. The book
“Choice: Drug Misuse, HIV/AIDS and Crime Prevention Among Adolescents” was published in September 2011 and distributed in schools of the Chernihiv Region. The outcomes
of the pilot SAP “Choice” are pending, but the first signs are very promising. Currently, in cooperation with the Social Work Department of the Chernihiv National Pedagogical
University, we are striving to establish a center to prepare SAP trainers at the University and spread the program “Choice” throughout the Chernihiv Region. | am glad to
witness some achievements, however the main goal is still on the horizon: evidence-based substance abuse prevention at schools of the Chernihiv Region and beyond.

m experience of American democracy | received during the summer of 2010 |
ormed into one phrase: “What we in Ukraine are only beginning to talk about is
already working in the US.!" Now | am trying to implement the mechanisms of
democracy in my native city Berdyansk. Even before my trip to the United States, |
studied how the work of government is covered by the media and how public access
is provided when it comes to the decisions of local authorities in Berdyansk, Zapor-
izhska Oblast. | was eager to experience American democracy and transparency in
management. That is why | decided to participate in the Open World Program and to
study how to manage communities.

When | visited the Senate building in the capital of Connecticut in Hartford, | myself
saw how well equipped the rooms where. Anyone can be present at the meetings
and listen to the decisions the government makes. On the contrary, in my native
Berdyansk, the local deputies sometimes do not know what matters will be
discussed during their meetings. In Connecticut, | saw a big board on the wall of the
Senate building with a list of all the legislators and multicolored lights: red, yellow,
green. The lights lit up depending on what representative voted and how. That is how
people could immediately see how their candidate voted.

These and other examples made me realize that in the U.S., government can really be
transparent. After coming back to Berdyansk | was sure that our local authorities
must also be transparent and open to the community. Then the local election
campaign started. | ran as a candidate for Berdyansk City Council from the party
“Front of Changes” (“Front Zmin”) and used the examples of American democracy in
my campaign. The main slogan of my campaign was: “The government should work
for the community!” When | met my voters, we agreed that transparency and open
government are the keys to a constructive dialogue between the authorities and the
community. Together we can do so much more!

After the elections three members of our party became Deputies of Berdyansk City
Council. They made changes that enhanced the transparency of local authorities in
the City Council regulations. Draft decisions are now being broadcast online and
people from the community have the right to attend council meetings, receive draft
resolutions, and the resolutions of council decisions.

We observed how non-governmental organizations
work there. It was in America that | first learned about the activism of NGOs. Upon returning to Ukraine, | contributed to
the unification of several NGOs in my city and district so that they could work together to solve existing problems.
Together we organized a conference for the members of the international organization “Women's Community." There we
shared experiences and planned work together.
Later on, together with local authorities, businesses and the community, we launched a social projects competition with
other forms of social partnership. We also intensified a volunteer movement for young people and senior citizens. We organ-
ized charity events for orphans, disabled people and children from large families. We also began to pay more attention to
club work. We formed a youth club, a women'’s club and a club for elderly people at the Center of Psycho-Social Rehabilita-
tion in Boyarka.
In Ohio, | was extremely impressed with the work of Salvation Army volunteers. These people devote their time to charity
work and do not get a dime. In Washington D.C. our NGO - the Center for Community Development - and the Church of
Christ from the city of Alexandria, VA, signed a two-year agreement on rehabilitation and recreational activities for children
from Ukraine in the U.S.

observed how American educational institutions work with deaf students. | and my
colleagues, used this opportunity to establish relations between Poltava and New
York State educational institutions. In the US., | met an English language teacher of
the National Technological Institute for the Deaf in Rochester, Eugene Lylak. He and
Graduate School Director Gerry Batteman had conducted a series of training
workshops for our group. They shared their experience in preparing teachers to
work in special schools for deaf children and in mainstream schools where inclusive
education exists. In May 2010, we invited our American colleagues to Poltava. We
organized meetings with the teachers and students of the English Language depart-
ment of Poltava Korolenko National Pedagogical University. Eugene Lylak presented
a computer program he had developed called "A Teacher Generated Vocabulary
Program." It is used to help students with hearing disabilities to study English.
Today, we are using this same program at our university. Eugene Lylak also gave us
a program that demonstrates sign language.

We very much value the relationships we have built with our American colleagues.
They have shared priceless experience with us and this is something we need very
much these days. We hope our cooperation will last for a long time.
