MOTIVATION LETTER









On July 25 – 30, 2016, the United States Department of Justice, through its Ukrainian Criminal Justice Reform Program, will conduct an International Summer Seminar entitled “Criminal Justice in Ukraine: Achievements and Challenges” in Carpathian mountains, Ukraine (place to be further determined).   Participation in the Seminar will be limited to 40 English-speaking law students from across Ukraine, and daily sessions will be led by a combination of American and Ukrainian lawyers with significant experience in criminal justice issues and particularly Ukraine’s Criminal Procedure Code.  Daily activities will be interactive, including discussions of subjects such as the new roles of judges, defense advocates and prosecutors in an adversarial system; how to build successful criminal investigations and public trust; the role of international standards and European Court of Human Rights in Ukrainian justice system; and battling corruption in and through the criminal justice system.  In addition, some basic trial advocacy skills will be explored and participants will have the opportunity to conduct short courtroom exercises.  





 All participants in the program must be fluent in the English language and also familiar with some basic legal vocabulary.  Seminar sessions will be conducted exclusively in English.
