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Passport Issuance - Overseas vs. Domestic Passport Offices
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Applying for a U.S. passport while outside the United States is a different process from applying for a U.S.
passport while inside the United States. Although the application forms, supporting documentation, fees
and finished products are the same everywhere, each U.S. embassy and consulate has different
procedures for submitting and processing your final documents. Listed below is information you
should know when applying for a U.S. passport while outside the United States.

Application Forms - If you are applying from outside of the United States, DO NOT follow the
submission instructions included within the application form, as they are intended for people applying from
within the United States. The same application forms are used whether you are inside or outside the U.S.,
but the process for submitting the forms will be different. Check with the U.S. Consulate General Belfast,
Northern Ireland website, http://belfast.usconsulate.gov for submitting your application.

Supporting Documents - Present supporting documents--verifying your citizenship and identity--to the
Consular Section along with your application form. The required supporting documentation varies based
on the application form used, so consult the website for more details.

Photos - The photo you submit for your application must meet all U.S. passport photo specifications. Be
aware that photo requirements for a U.S. passport vary from passport photo requirements of the United
Kingdom and Ireland. Click here for passport photo specifications and chemists in Northern Ireland.

N Internet Romance Scams and Diversity Visa Scams

The Defense Attaché Office (DAO) regularly receives inquiries from people who have established an online relationship with
someone who is purportedly a member of the U.S. Armed Forces and they have been asked to send this service member money.
In many cases, the money has already been sent and the inquirer is seeking to verify if this is standard practice in the U.S. Armed
Forces. Unfortunately, in every situation presented to the DAO thus far, it has turned out to be an internet fraud.

Warnings from the U.S. Army CID

The U.S. Army’s Criminal Investigation Command (CID) has made two press releases regarding this type of internet fraud,
attached below.

Spotting Scams

Here are some common questions we get from victims of fraud.

How can fraudsters create fake IDs? There is a vast amount of information that is within the public domain on the Internet.
This includes photographs of U.S. service personnel that have been published by both official sources, such as the Department of
Defense, and by the individual service members themselves.

Therefore, it is very easy for anyone to download images of U.S. personnel and then use them to create a profile on an internet
dating/social networking website without the service member knowing. All the photographs that have been received by the DAO
appear to be genuine; however, the perpetrators normally alter the name making positive identification near impossible.

How does a member of the U.S. Armed Forces request leave? While specific procedures for requesting and granting leave
differ among the branches of the U.S. Armed Forces, they do have one item in common.

The request and authorization to take leave is between the individual service member and his immediate command — family,
friends, third parties are not involved.

I have been asked to help pay for leave. Is that normal? The military normally only requires contact information for the
service member at their leave destination. There is no requirement for family or friends to request leave on behalf of the service
member or provide extensive personal information. There is no requirement for family or friends to pay for the service member’s
leave and there are no processing/administrative fees involved with requesting leave.

But I've seen official documents! “Official” documents are often sent with the above mentioned leave requests. While there is
a paperwork requirement for the service member to complete, family members and/or friends are not asked to complete
paperwork in order for the service member to take leave.

The following attached documents are examples of forgeries that have been submitted to DAO London. Again, these are
forgeries and are not used by any branch of the U.S. Armed Forces.

‘Diversity Visa Scams

I received an email telling me I’m the winner in the U.S. Diversity Lottery? What should I do? The
U.S. government never contacts visa lottery winners via the Internet. Scammers are using increasingly
sophisticated techniques that often use the Embassy’s address or name an actual person at the U.S. Embassy
in London as the point of contact. This would never happen if you really had won the visa lottery. The U.S.
Danesfort Government will NOT ask you to send money to them or to the Embassy in London or any other U.S.
Dispatches Embassy. Any message that asks you to send money, by mail or by services such as Western Union, is a
scam even if a legitimate Embassy address is provided.

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Overseas Voting: Frequently Asked Questions

Q: How soon can I send in my Federal Post Card Application (FPCA)? Now?
A: We recommend sending in your FPCA on or after January 1st of each year and every time you change

| your name, mailing address, or email address.

-1 Q: I plan to vote absentee from abroad in the primary elections, but will be back in the United States

for the November general elections? Do I have to do anything special?

A: When you fill out your FPCA, include a note to your local election officials that you’ll be
returning to the United States on xxx date. Once you are back home, contact your local election
officials to confirm your new U.S. address and your intention to vote in the United States.

Q: I’m a U.S. citizen but I’ve never lived in the United States. Can I vote?

A: Each state has its own residency requirements relating to voter eligibility. Some states allow voters who
have never lived in the United States to use their parents’ state of voting residence. It’s best to get in touch
with local election officials in the place where your parents last lived, or the place where you have visited
frequently, to find out if you are eligible to register to vote. FVAP’s Voting Assistance Guide will have a
section titled Voting by Citizens Who Have Never Lived in the U.S. if the state has

passed laws allowing these citizens to vote. See the FVAP website at_www.fvap.gov.

Q: I haven’t lived in the United States for a long time, and don’t know what our
address was? Can I vote in any state? What do I do?

A: All voting in the United States is based on your residency. Normally, you’d use the
address where you last lived before leaving the United States, even if it was a very long
time ago. Someone in your family may have old letters which contain an address. You
can also check medical, church, school, or property records, or write to the Social Security Administration.

Tourist/Business Travel Information for Non-U.S. Citizens

Are any of your non-American friends or family traveling to the U.S. for tourism or business? If so, they
can follow the easy steps below to determine if visa-free travel is an option and if not, to apply for the
appropriate visa.

1. Check that you and your passport meet the criteria for visa-free travel under the Visa Waiver Program
using the Visa Waiver Wizard at http://london.usembassy.gov/root/visa-wizard/pages/index.html.

2. If you and your passport meet the criteria for visa-free travel, apply for travel clearance at least 72
hours in advance of travel BUT PREFERABLY BEFORE YOU MAKE ANY NON-REFUNDABLE
TRAVEL ARRANGMENTS on the only official ESTA website https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov. The fee for
ESTA travel clearance is $14.

3. Ifyou do not meet the criteria for visa-free travel and/or your ESTA application is denied, apply for a
tourist B2 and/or business B1 visa by following the instructions at http://belfast.usconsulate.gov/

apply.html.
