European Summit in Brussels
On October 23 and 24, 2014.




The U.S. Embassy Brussels informs all U.S. citizens that the city of Brussels will host the October European Summit in the buildings of the Council of the European Union on Rue de la Loi from October 23 through 24.  As such, police authorities will establish a “safe zone” in which only authorized personnel and/or vehicles will be permitted. The “safe zone” area includes:

1. Schuman traffic circle 
1. Rue Froissart, between Rue Belliard and the Schuman traffic circle
1. Rue de la Loi, between the Schuman traffic circle and the Residence Palace

 Please note that the Reyers Tunnel will be closed from 10:00 a.m. Thursday to Friday  evening.  Employees are advised to use alternate routes to avoid the EU area during the Summit.  Map    is attached.

Demonstrations intended to be peaceful can turn confrontational and escalate into violence. You should avoid areas of demonstrations, and exercise caution if in the vicinity of any large gatherings, protests, or demonstrations.

We strongly recommend that U.S. citizens traveling to or residing in Belgium enroll in the Department of State’s Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP). STEP enrollment gives you the latest security updates, and makes it easier for the U.S. embassy or nearest U.S. consulate to contact you in an emergency. If you don’t have Internet access, enroll directly with the nearest U.S. embassy or consulate.

Regularly monitor the State Department’s website where you can find current Travel Warnings, (including the Travel Warning for Belgium if appropriate), Travel Alerts, and the Worldwide Caution, Read the Country Specific Information for Belgium. For additional information, refer to
Traveler’s Checklist.
