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Barotseland/Western Province Demonstrations

For U.S. citizens living in or traveling to Western Province:  

Supporters of autonomy for Barotseland plan to stage a demonstration Friday, 
January 14, at 10 a.m. in Limilunga Village near the Litunga's palace.  Please 
remember that demonstrations that are meant to be peaceful can sometimes 
become violent and unpredictable quickly.  As such, U.S. citizens should use 
caution when in the vicinity of any demonstrations and are advised to avoid large 
political gatherings.  .  

U.S. citizens should exercise caution if traveling through Western Province, 
particularly Mongu District, and consider deferring unnecessary trips to that area 
until the situation is calm.  U.S. citizens should stay current with media coverage 
of local events and be aware of their surroundings at all times.
