Demonstrations in Lusaka

The U.S. Embassy has received reports that police have deployed tear gas in
response to student demonstrations in Lusaka in the vicinity of Arcades shopping
center and the University of Zambia main campus. Police anticipate that sporadic
demonstrations will continue along Great East Road. Students are protesting the
government’s modifications to the maize and fuel subsidies.

We remind U.S. citizens that even peaceful demonstrations can turn
confrontational and possibly escalate into violence. U.S. citizens are, therefore,
urged to avoid the areas of demonstrations and to exercise caution if within the
vicinity of demonstrations. U.S. citizens are advised to stay current with news
media coverage of local events and be aware of their surroundings at all times.

If you
enroll, we can keep you up to date with important safety and security
announcements. It will also help your friends and family get in touch with you in
an emergency. You should remember to keep all of your information in STEP up
to date. Itis important during enrollment or updating of information to include
your current phone number and current email address where you can be reached in
case of an emergency.
