Kuomboka Ceremony — Potential for Violence

Due to unresolved issues in Western Province and the violent actions that took place in
Mongu and Limilunga Village near the Litunga’s Palace in January, the U.S. Embassy
renews its advice to U.S. citizens to avoid unnecessary travel to these areas and in all
cases to avoid political rallies, demonstrations or large crowds.

The U.S. Embassy cannot exclude the possibility that groups may try to take advantage of
the Kuomboka Ceremony, tentatively scheduled for April 15 in Mongu, to provoke
political violence.

U.S. citizens present in Western Province should stay current with media coverage of
local events and be aware of their surroundings at all times.

U.S. citizens can obtain Embassy updates by checking the U.S. Embassy, Zambia web
site (http://zambia.usembassy.gov).
