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The U.S. Embassy in Dakar, Senegal, alerts all U.S. citizens residing in Guinea-Bissau that 

Reuters has reported the arrests of several suspected Bissau-Guinean narcotics traffickers by U.S. 

agents in international waters off the coast of Guinea-Bissau. The Embassy advises all U.S. 

citizens to be mindful of their personal security, to remain vigilant, and to avoid any 

demonstrations or protests which may ensue because of these arrests. Remember that 

demonstrations, even ones which are intended to be peaceful, have the potential to escalate into 

violence. Exercise caution should you find yourself in the vicinity of a demonstration. 

There is currently no permanent U.S. diplomatic or consular presence in Guinea-Bissau. The 

U.S. Liaison Office in Bissau (BLO), which normally provides limited services to U.S. citizens 

in the event of an emergency, is presently closed. The U.S. Embassy in Dakar, Senegal, is 

accredited for all diplomatic and security concerns within Guinea-Bissau. All security and 

consular services are currently being coordinated through the American Citizens Services 

Section and the Regional Security Office at the U.S. Embassy in Dakar, Senegal. The U.S. 

Embassy in Dakar is located on Route des Almadies, Dakar; the mailing address is B.P. 49, 

Dakar, Senegal. If you have questions or concerns about safety or related issues, you are 

encouraged to contact the consular section at the Embassy by sending an email message to 

consulardakar@state.gov.

If you enroll, we 

can keep you up to date with important safety and security announcements. It will also help your 

friends and family get in touch with you in an emergency. You should remember to keep all of 

your information in STEP up to date. It is important during enrollment or updating of 

information to include your current phone number and current email address where you can be 

reached in case of an emergency. 
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
